Offering health, wealth, and complete emotional bliss, it promises to take away the deep ache of our needy, broken souls and to do so rather quickly. The new gospel is fundamentally about "feeling better." It is about us.


But the historic gospel is not first and foremost about feeling better; it is about glorifying God through Christ and coming to be like Him. Christ did not die for the mere betterment of our feelings, and seeking God through Him is not mostly about pain relief. It is about character transformation. And even more than character transformation, it is about the glorification of God. Far from eliminating the possibility of pain, the glorification of God may require the suffering of pain, even to the point of death. Our expectation should be no less than that of Paul, whose only hope was that "with all boldness, as always, so now also Christ will be magnified in my body, whether by life or by death. For to me, to live is Christ, and to die is gain" (Philippians 1:20, 21).

     Several years ago, the question, “What would Jesus do?” became very popular.  It was shortened into the letters WWJD and these appeared in all kinds of places—on jewelry, bulletin boards, bumper stickers, T-shirts and in numerous other places.  It is uncertain how much influence the question really had.  It was easy to popularize the question, but harder to remember it in a real crisis.  And beyond that, many who did ask the question did not have the slightest idea what Jesus would do in any given situation.


     The question is a good one.  Jesus came into the world to be our example (1 Peter 2:21).  Knowing what Jesus would do, however, requires a careful study of His example and teaching and extensive meditation to determine how these can be applied to 21st century life.  Even then, it may be difficult to know just what decision Jesus would make when faced with an array of choices.  Some options may be eliminated, but others may appear equally Christ-like.  There is one thing, however, that Jesus would do of which we can be sure.  Luke especially reveals this as he records the life of our Lord.  


	What would Jesus do…


When entering life’s work?  When all the people were baptized, it came to pass that Jesus also was baptized; and while He prayed, the heaven was opened” (Luke 31).  Doubtless, prayer was an important part of His life of preparation, but there is so little information about that period that we would not expect mention of prayer.  In His baptism, however, He was beginning the work for which He had come into the world.  And He began it with prayer.


When pressed by crowds demanding attention?  “…great multitudes came together to hear, and to be healed by 








When contemplating death?  “As He prayed the appearance of His face was altered, and His robe became white and glistening” (Luke 9:29).  Moses and Elijah “appeared in glory and spoke of his decease which He was about to accomplish at Jerusalem” (verse 31).  This “decease” must have been what was on His mind as He prayed, and Moses and Elijah were especially qualified to reassure Him.


     When learning of successful evangelism?  “Then the seventy returned with joy, saying, ‘Lord, even the demons are subject to us in Your name’ …In that hour Jesus rejoiced in the Spirit and said, ‘I thank You, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, that You have hidden these things from the wise and prudent and revealed them to babes.  Even so, Father, for so it seemed good in Your sight’” (Luke 10: 17, 21).


     When a friend is facing temptation?  “And the Lord said, ‘Simon, Simon!  Indeed, Satan has asked for you, that he may sift you as wheat.  But I have prayed for you, that your faith should not fail; and when you have returned to Me, strengthen your brethren’” (Luke 22)     When being painfully mistreated?  “Then Jesus said, ‘Father, forgive them, for they do not know what they do’” (Luke 23:34).


     When dying?  “And when Jesus had cried out with a loud voice, He said, ‘Father, into Your hands I commit My spirit.’  Having said this, He breathed His last” (Luke 23:46).


     We may not always know exactly what decision Jesus would make when faced with a complicated question, but of one thing we can be sure—He would pray!  This is something we all can do, and such prayer will doubtless affect our decisions to bring them more into harmony with the life and teaching of Jesus.








					





What Would Jesus Do?

Him of their infirmities. So He Himself  often withdrew into the wilderness and prayed” (Luke 5:15-16).  The busy life we live today may duplicate to some degree the pressures Jesus was experiencing.  If we want to do what Jesus would do, we will “often withdraw into” a sacred place, such as Jesus described in Matthew 6:6, and pray.


     When choosing associates for an undertaking?  “Now it came to pass in those days that He went out to the mountain to pray, and continued all night in prayer to God.  And when it was day, He called His disciples to Himself; and from them He chose twelve whom he also named apostles” (Luke 6:12-13).  We may wonder how He would pray all night.  If we, however, were choosing co-workers for some major venture, would we not welcome the opportunity to talk with some wise counselor who knows the candidates as well as we do?  Would it be difficult to talk to such a counselor all night, reviewing the strengths and weaknesses of each candidate?  Doubtless this is what Jesus was doing as He talked with His Father regarding the momentous choice to be made.  Prayer is more than a list of wants or even a list of things for which we are grateful; it is talking to God as we would to a friend.  If Jesus prayed so fervently regarding his choice of apostles, should we not pray as fervently regarding the choice of elders for congregation, of evangelists for support, or of a marriage companion for ourselves?


     When preparing to make a shocking announcement to friends?  “And it happened, as He was alone praying, that His disciples joined him, and He [spoke to] them…saying, ‘The Son of Man must 


suffer many things, and be rejected by the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and be raised the third day’” (Luke 9:18, 22).








What Is the Point of Life in Christ?


Yet indeed I also count all things loss for the excellence of the knowledge of Christ Jesus my Lord, for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and count them as rubbish, that I may gain Christ and be found in Him, not having my own righteousness, which is from the law, but that which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which is from God by faith; that I may know Him and the power of His resurrection, and the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death, if, by any means, I may attain to the resurrection from the dead. (Phil. 3:811)


The point of life in Christ is that we may "know Him and the power of His resurrection." The value of knowing Christ so far excels the value of anything in this world that we are willing to suffer the loss of all else, if need be, in order to "gain Christ and be found in Him." Life in Christ is not primarily about relief right now from the trauma of living in a broken world. Indeed, to be in fellowship with Christ means to know "the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death" in order that we may "attain to the resurrection from the dead."


To the ears of the Christian these truths should sound self-evident. Unfortunately, the concept of Christianity that has come to be dominant in our day is one that runs in a different direction. According to this concept, emotional pain relief is the basic, overall concern of life in Christ.
