   Wouldn’t it be terrible to have a father or best friend who was unapproachable?  Wouldn’t it be awful to be dependent upon one who could do so much for you but to whom you could never speak, who would not listen?  Or wouldn’t it make you miserable to think that you would be judged by someone (an employer, for example) who is so distant that needs or desires that affect your life cannot even be considered by him/her?


    Earthly relationships are sometimes like that.  It might happen because someone doesn’t care.  It might happen because that person is so protective of their own turf that you seem to them to be a threat.  Or they may be so protected by others that you cannot get through to them.  For example, the President of the United States is unapproachable.  Sometimes parents seem unapproachable to their children.  In ancient times, the pagan gods were unapproachable on any kind of personal basis.  But our Savior is there for us.  Isn’t that what we learn from this wonderful Scripture?


    You know, even in the Old Testament among God’s own people, there is not an apparent sense of easiness in approaching the Lord.  Oh, I know about some of David’s wonderful expressions of dependence upon God and his sense of God’s providential care.  And there are moving expressions of how God was looking after Abraham and Moses and Hezekiah who comfortably talked with God. But I also think about how 





In the story, the good soldier is wounded, and in the arms of his friend is dying.  He looks up at his friend and says, “It can’t be long now.  Listen, Dominique.  You have lived a bad life. there are many convictions against your name.  But there are no convictions against me.  There’s nothing on my name. Take my name.  Take it.  I give it to you.  Straight off, you have no more convictions.  Take my name, and give me yours so that I can carry all your past mistakes away with me.”


     That soldier truly cared about His friend.  Of course, the friend would be expected to become like the one who gave him another chance to have a clear record.  Isn’t it wonderful that we have a friend like him?  Isaiah wrote, “Surely He has borne our grief and carried our sorrows; yet we esteemed Him stricken, smitten by God, and afflicted.  But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquities; the chastisement for our peace was upon Him, and by His stripes we are healed” (Isa. 53:4-5).


     The point of all this expresses the truth that we may have boldness to come before God’s throne because of our High Priest who is God’s Son. disconcerting and even dangerous it was to look into the Ark of the Covenant or “watch while the holy things are being covered” (Numbers 4:20).  Only the High Priest could go into the Most Holy Place and only Moses could go upon the mountain.  In our passage, the writer is showing us a contrast in which there is something special about the fact that now there is a greater accessibility to the source of our spiritual well-being than ever before because of Jesus Christ.


    While there is a definite presumption of reverence and awe at the proffering of personal association with the Son of God, there is also an appeal in this Scripture to our willingness to approach Him without fear.  Christ has opened the door for us to be sons and daughters of God.  If you had good parents, you did not come to them crawling on your hands and knees with your face buried in the carpet to ask for every favor.  If we need not approach our earthly father like that, how much more should we come boldly to the Father who offers us grace and mercy when we have need.  Isn’t that comforting and a source of peace to you?


    Behind all of this is the testimony that our Lord truly understands and cares about us.  Perhaps you have heard of the novel by Henry Barbusse entitled The Flower.  It was originally written in French with the title, Le Fleu.  In this novel there are two soldiers. One is a man of sterling character.  His friend, however, has lived a checkered life and made many mistakes.  





Tenacious Joy


I will see you again and your heart will rejoice, and your joy no one will take from you. (John 16:22)


Jesus spoke of a joy so strong that the world would not be able to tear it from His disciples' hearts. Not even the worst onslaughts of persecution could breach this bright fortress within the souls of the faithful. To know this Friend -- indeed, even to seek Him -- is to know a joy that makes even the weak strong.
