“Forsaken”


And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? that is, My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me? 


(Matt 27:46)





    A while back I read the story of an incident that had happened a couple years earlier (I was in the Dr’s office) to a young couple on their Honeymoon in Hawaii. They had joined a group on a dive boat and traveled some twenty five to thirty miles off shore to a remote and little known dive site. It was to be the highlight of their stay in the islands. When they reached the site all went well, a couple of dives in the morning followed by a lite lunch on the boat and a short rest period. After repositioning the boat they were ready for the afternoon dives. 


     On the last dive of the day with fresh tanks of air and a bit of new confidence in their diving ability they begin to linger behind exploring on their own the beauty of the reef. Before they knew it they were a good distance from the others but no problem, they were watching the time.  About the time they decided to start for the surface they heard the engines turn over and by the time they reach the surface the boat was speeding away. All of their shouting and arm waving was to no avail. They had been abandoned, not intentionally but thru a series of mistakes, they had been abandoned. 


      In our English dictionaries the words abandoned and forsaken have similar root words and are used alternately to describe each other as though they are the same. While the word abandoned can describe an act that is intentional or accidental the word forsaken

are historical. So far they’ve concluded that Jesus actually said and did less than 20% of what is recorded about Him; the rest is misreported, exaggerated, or made up.  


      But if the Bible comes from the all-knowing God, then it isn’t wrong


not even a little bit.  God can’t lie (Titus 1:2), and He doesn’t get His facts wrong.  His word is truth (John 17:17).


If God has spoken, His word is our authoritative standard.  God’s word was enough to create the heavens (Psalm 33:6-12); it is enough to direct us!  We must follow where it leads us and stop where it limits us.  Modern day thinking tends to reject absolute moral standards.  And in fact, moral absolutes can’t come from imperfect men; they can only come from God.  His message is the perfect standard for determining right and wrong, truth and falsehood, good and evil.  If we abide in His word, we are true disciples of His (John 8:31).  If not, then we don’t have God (2 John 9).


If God has spoken, His word is relevant.   Even professed Christians will sometimes dismiss certain scriptures as nothing but products of someone’s cultural environment or personal views.  Some pass over the Bible’s teaching against homosexuality (1 Corinthians 6:9) as a personal dislike of Paul’s.  Some write off statements about women’s roles in the church (1 Corinthians 14:34-35) and the family (1 Peter 3:1-6) as 








     The Bible makes a bold claim for itself:  it claims to be the word of God.  Paul spoke of the Scriptures as “Inspired of God [literally, ‘God-breathed’]” (2 Timothy 3:15).  Peter said of the Old Testament, “no prophecy was ever made by an act of human will, but men moved by the Holy Spirit spoke from God” (2 Peter 1:21).  God’s Spirit also inspired the gospel, the New Testament (1 Peter 1:21). Jesus promised His apostles, “But when He, the Spirit of truth, comes, He will guide you into all the truth . . . for He shall take of Mine, and shall disclose it to you” (John 16:13-14).


     The Bible claims to be God’s word.  (If that’s true, then to read the Bible is to hear God speak. And if God has spoken, we’d do well to consider the implications.


If God has spoken, His word can be trusted.   Every test has shown that the Bible is by far the most accurately preserved ancient writing. That’s no accident.  “The grass withers, and the flower falls off, but the word of the Lord abides forever” (1 Peter 1:24-25).   The Scriptures are trustworthy because their Author is trustworthy (1 Cor. 1:9).


If God has spoken, His word is right.  Skeptics have charged that the bible is full of mistakes. Worse, many “Christian” scholars think so, too.  Consider the “Jesus Seminar,” a group of scholars who set out to determine which parts of the gospels
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in scripture is always used to describe a deliberate intentional act on the part of one or many. It is used of Israel forsaking God (Jer. 2:19) or of God not forsaking Israel (Ezra 9:9). In the case of Jesus’ cry of agony, it is in reply to a deliberate and intentional act of God. Vines says, of the word forsaken, “to give up something formerly held dear”. God was turning his back on the one He cared for the most and Jesus was going to be out of the presence of God for the first time ever carrying the burden of man’s sin, alone. It is the reason for His plea to “let this cup pass from Me” and His recognition of why He came”. (Jn. 12: 27)  


The full import of this cry cannot be fathomed. But certainly its basis lay not in the physical suffering primarily, but in the fact that for a time Jesus was made sin for us


 (2 Cor 5:21) and in paying the penalty as the sinner's substitute, He was accursed of God, (Gal 3:13)


      God as Father did not forsake him (Luke 23:46); but God as Judge had to be separated from him if he was to experience spiritual death in the place of sinful men.     


     “All the Synoptics indicate the death of Christ was not the exhaustion of crucifixion, but a voluntary surrender of his life”.


 (I Tim 2: 5-6)  (Wycliffe)


     Fortunately, the honeymooners were able to swim to a small atoll, the top of the reef, to be rescued the next day. Jesus was by His own will forsaken of God for sinners like you and me.	


    Have you lived your life for Jesus Christ? All who do not will surely be forsaken by God in the judgment to come.

reflections of first-century social thought. They regard such passages as irrelevant to our modern situation.


     I see two huge problems with this. First, if some Bible passages are just ancient men’s opinions, how can we trust any of it?  How do we tell which teachings are from men and which are from God?  If we dismiss parts of the Bible as irrelevant, we cast serious doubt on the whole thing.  Second, the Bible writers claimed to be directed by God’s Spirit.  If they were, then their words are God’s words (see 1 Corinthians 14:37).  Do you want to tell God that he’s not relevant?


“But,” someone insists, “If the church is to survive, we have to modify the Bible’s message to fit a changing culture.”  Since when is God driven by public opinion?  What He says is right, whether people accept it or not.  If we alter the gospel to match our personal likes and dislikes, we’re saying that God is unable to give mankind a message that’s always relevant.


     If the eternal, unchanging God is behind the Bible’s message, then it is relevant in any and every age.  “For the word of God is living and active and sharper than any two-edged sword, and piercing as far as the division of soul and spirit, of both joints and marrow, and able to judge the thoughts and intentions of the heart” (Hebrews 4:12).


     God has spoken.  We need to hear what He has to say.
