 If you excelled in these things you are to be commended but if not it is time to buckle down and address the problem. It is not something to which we can shrug our shoulders and say "Oh Well"! 


    What if you invited one more family into your home than you did last year? How much closer would it make us as a church family? 


    What if you found one additional hour per week to seriously study God's word? Would it help you spiritually? 


    What if you could find 10 extra minutes each day to spend in prayer? Would it make you a stronger Christian?


    What if you could increase your giving by 5%? What would it do for our efforts? Do you believe that God would bless us?


    What if you determined to meet all of your duty obligations? Would you feel a closer tie with our church family? 


    What if you invited one additional person to study the bible? Would it affect our efforts to teach the lost?

     I am amazed at the dangers many young people enter just for the thrill of it.  They jump from tall platforms on a bungee cord or leap from airplanes without much training. Some ride their motorcycles recklessly or go out to sea in boats during a storm.  I have to tell you:  I’m not doing those things.


     But at the same time, we cannot live our lives in fear of everything and meet our responsibilities.  The person in Jesus’ parable admits to being afraid and offers that as his reason for not doing what he should to serve his master.  Sometimes we do the same with our spiritual obligations and that is what Jesus is showing us.


     The third man in Jesus’ parable buried his opportunity because of his fear.  I wonder how many of us fail to do what God wants us to do because of fear.  Have you not obeyed the gospel?  Ask yourself and answer honestly:  “Why not?”  And how many of us have not stood up to be the people God has called us to be because we are afraid?  Some of us are afraid of what other people will think of us.  So we do things we should not; or fail to do what we should.  Are you afraid someone will think you are a religious nut?  Do you fear you will offend someone by not sharing in his/her sinful manner of dress, speech, or actions?


     Mark Twain once said, “It is curious that physical courage should be so common in the world and moral courage so rare.”  I honestly do not know even the name of the rap singer who wrote this, but I saw a quote the other day that reminded me, in some ways at least, of 








afraid of water and never learned to swim.  But he and his father saw some surfing on television and began to talk about doing it together.  The boy became so excited his father decided to take his family to Hawaii to see the surfers.  After seeing the sights, the dad decided to rent a long board that he and his son could both ride together.  When their first big wave came, the boy decided this was great fun but he held on to his dad.  The dad did not get out into the deep water where he could not have rescued the boy, but he let his son find this turning point in his trust and confidence.  The son ventured into a place of danger for him; but with his loving and protective father alongside, he was soon calling himself a surfer!  Do you trust your Heavenly Father?  Do you see Him as a loving and protective Parent who will not let you go under?


     But nonetheless, the third man in Jesus’ parable had to experience the displeasure of his master.  To be entrusted with God’s greatest blessings, we must step up, and step out, in the Lord’s service.  Are you willing to do that even if you are afraid.  The real test of faith is trusting the Lord and deciding that you will commit to Him whatever comes as a result.  Following Jesus means walking by faith, not fear.  Following Jesus means becoming so interested in hearing Jesus say, “Well done, good and faithful servant,” that you will attempt great things for Him.  Think of the incredible rewards when you do that.

the preacher’s style in Ecclesiastes, chapter three:  There’s a time to speak up… and a time to shut up.  There’s a time to talk… and a time to walk. I’m not talking about justifiable reverence at the thought of displeasing Him or being judged by Him.  I mean, some just don’t trust God and do not believe in His love, mercy, grace, and kindness.


     Are you here at the worship of God today out of fear?  If so, you probably don’t get much out of the service.  Are you afraid God will punish you if you stay home?  No wonder there is so little joy and power in your faith.  God wants us to learn to love Him and gladly worship Him and be willing to do great things for Him.
