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source of our contentment, if we are to have it. Jesus warned, " Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon the earth," (Matt. 6: 19) The one thing we should learn as Christians is that our dependence must be upon God and Him alone. Jesus addresses these matters in Matthew 6, and assures His hearers that they are important in God's sight and that He will take care of them.  It is not, however, just the assurance that God will meet our needs or even give us success beyond our needs. True contentment comes from a trust in God that says in whatever state we find ourselves God cares for us. Such a trust comes only from an intimate knowledge of God through His word. Paul's assurance led him to say; " I can do all things in him that strengtheneth me."(Phil 4: 13) He assures the Philippians that they could do it also

    When we are faced with decisions between physical things and serving God can we trust God enough to make the right choice? If we are diligently seeking God we must. Open your Bibles and consider the words of Jesus in (Matt. 6: 25-34)

In this passage Paul describes the church as a body.  In so doing, he tells us what that body needs to function.  If the body is to be healthy and prosperous, several things are needful.


Recognizing headship  (“… grow up in all aspects into Him, who is the head,


even Christ …”).  Can you imagine if your body parts just acted on their own instead of responding to the control of your brain?  Ask a victim of stroke or muscular dystrophy; they know exactly what it’s like.  Obviously, such conditions make it hard to function.  It’s also true of Christ’s body.  He is the head; He directs and controls everything the body does (Ephesians 1:22-23; 5:23-24; Colossians 1:18).  Without His headship, the body would have no purpose, no direction, and no standard of conduct.  That’s precisely the condition in many religious groups today, and it’s because they have ceased to acknowledge the headship of Christ and submit themselves to His direction.


Unity (“… from whom the whole body …”).  Most things we do require our body parts to work together.  Eating, driving a car, hitting a baseball –- all involve many different parts with different functions cooperating to accomplish a task. The same kind of unity is critical to the church.  “Be of the same mind, maintaining the same love, united in spirit, intent on one purpose” (Philippians 2:1-2).  That solidarity comes from unit in faith and doctrine.  “There is one body and one Spirit, just as also you are called in one hope of your 


calling; one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of all who over all and through all and in all” (Ephesians 4:3-6).  Divisions and quarrels among us cripple the church.  That was the problem at Corinth (1 Corinthians 1:10f).  Remember that our Lord said, “A house divided against itself cannot stand” (Mark 3:25). By the way, have you noticed what your body parts do when one of them gets hurt? They work together to compensate for the injured member, ease its 











 makes us miserable.  Many parts would kill us if they quit working.  How then can the body of Christ function effectively unless all its members know their duties and do them?  Evangelists, elders, deacons, and every member must understand their God-given roles and responsibilities, and must be diligent in carrying them out (see Romans 12:6-8).


Growth (“… causes the growth of the body for the building up of itself in love”).


The goal of the body, and of all its members, is growth and health.  When a person’s body doesn’t grow as it should, it may indicate a physiological disorder, malnutrition, or some other problem.  When the church doesn’t grow as it should, there may well be a problem, too.  Are we submitting to Christ, obeying Him in all things?  Are we united in teaching, practice, and purpose?  Does every member recognize that he has an important role?  Is every one doing his part?  A congregation that isn’t growing larger and stronger in the Lord may blame all sorts of external things, but the causes are most likely to be found within itself.


These principles offer a challenge to all of us.  Do you see yourself as a valuable part of the body, or are you just along for the ride?  Does your level of effort and involvement – in teaching, giving, worship, prayer, hospitality, love, study godly living -- build the church up or tear it down?  Does your influence make it stronger or weaker?  If every member thought and acted the way you do, would the Lord’s body be growing or dying?

ignore a wounded or sick part, nor does it automatically seek to cut that part off.  Instead, it does everything it can to heal it.  Would that the members of the Lord’s body would respond that way when one of their own is suffering!  And we will if we are mindful

The necessity of each part  (“… being fitted together by that which every joint 


supplies …”).  Like any body, the church is made up of different members with different functions (1 Corinthians 12:12.)  “But now God has placed the members, each one of them, in the body, just as He desired. And if they were all one member, where would the body be?” (verses 18-19).  Some folks get to feeling useless because they don’t have the same abilities as brother So-and-So.  Others look down on those who lack some of the talents they possess.  But the variety of form and function among its parts is what makes a body work.  (Can you imagine a body made up of nothing but ears or noses?) 


Every member is vital to the survival of the church, because everyone can do something important.  


No one is useless (see vv. 21-27)!  For years men thought that body parts like the appendix and the tonsils served no purpose; but medical science later discovered that they’re actually quite useful.   No one thinks of toes or nose hairs as the best feature of the human physique, but they do very important jobs.  And every Christian is important to the body of Christ!  Just because one’s abilities are not “high profile” does not make him any less valuable.


The proper working of each part (“… according to the proper working of each


 individual part …”).  A body is not at its best if a part isn’t working correctly.  Faulty eyes or ears make everyday life a chore.  A malfunctioning stomach (indigestion or nausea)
