The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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Abraham had enough confidence in the person of God that he required little in the way of information about the plans of God. When called to leave his birthplace, "he went out, not knowing where he was going." Many would have demanded to know the destination, the itinerary, the timetable, and the purpose of the journey, but this great man was content to wait and see. Abraham's overriding interest was in showing reverence to God Himself, not in figuring out what God's next move might be. As for God's next move, Abraham would wait and see.


God is not obligated to explain everything to our satisfaction. "He has made everything beautiful in its time. Also He has put eternity in their hearts, except that no one can find out the work that God does from beginning to end" (Ecclesiastes 3:11). Some things are, to be quite candid, none of our business. What God has revealed to us, however, is the truth about His character, His heart, and His values. He patiently waits for us to become more interested in these things and less interested in specific scenarios. "You're wanting a map," He says, "but I'm trying to give you a Compass."

“In the beginning God saw everything that He had made, and indeed it was very good.  He observed its perfect design, function and beauty.  What immeasurable joy, peace and accomplishment He must have felt when He rested on that seventh day” (Genesis 1:31-2:3).





We can imagine how an artist, an architect or an engineer must feel when he reflects on a great work he has achieved.  Would he not be angered, if another person marred his work?  God’s work exceeded all these, but His great handiwork was blemished by man’s sin.  





 Sin increased.  “Then the Lord saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every intent of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.  And the Lord was sorry that He had made man on the earth, and He was grieved in His heart.” (Genesis 6:5-6).  Nothing is hidden from God’s sight.  All things are open to the eyes of Him to whom we must give account (Heb. 4:13).  No sin escapes the ever watchful eyes of our Creator.  He sees all the sin in the world, and what He sees is painful.  It grieves Him.  Sin is like a dagger being continually driven into God’s heart or like salt being poured into an open wound.





 “… God is light and in Him is no darkness at all” (1 John 1:5).  God is good, and all His ways are righteous.  He is not tempted by evil, nor does He tempt anyone to do evil (James 1:13).  Therefore, He has no fellowship with sin.  Paul challenged Christians with these questions:  “For what fellowship has righteousness with lawlessness?  And what communion has light with 








The Lord hates evil.  It is an abomination.  People agree that murder is evil, a great sin, but is lying or stirring up strife equally as sinful?


     


God declares that these sins also are an abomination.  We must see sin through the eyes of God, not through the immoral standard of our society.





The Lord commands, “Abhor what is evil.  Cling to what is good.” (Romans 12:9).





God has appointed a day that he will judge the world in righteousness through the Lord Jesus Christ (Acts 17:31).  God has no fellowship with sin.





Nothing that defiles, or causes an abomination, or a lie will enter heaven (Revelation 21:27).  Sin separates us from God, and its path of disobedience leads to hell because the wages of sin is death.  God has demonstrated His intolerance for all sin by sending His only begotten Son to redeem sinners through His death on the cross.  There could be no forgiveness of sin without the shedding of blood, Jesus’ blood.  Only in this way would God be just and the justifier of the one who has faith in Jesus (Romans 3:25-26).  Therefore, God accepts no excuses for sin because all sin is evil. “Unless you repent you will all likewise perish” (Luke 13:3).

Compromise is not a characteristic of Almighty God. When God sees sin, it is black.  Therefore, He commands all men everywhere to repent.  Christians must have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness but walk as children of light (Ephesians 5:11-12).





“Whoever commits sin also commits lawlessness.” (1 John 3:4).  Sin is disobedience of God’s law.  Lawlessness is not only the wicked deeds of the flesh, but also, failure to render obedience unto God.   





“To him who knows to do good and does not do it, to him it is sin” (James 4:17).  Samuel rebuked King Saul for his disobedience because he had rejected the word of the Lord (1 Samuel 15).  God greatly regretted that he had set up Saul as king because he had turned back from following God.  Sin is no casual matter.  When we reject the Lord’s word and commandments, it is stubbornness and rebellion.  Sin is against God.  God sees our sin, and He does not approve of it.  He never condones lawlessness of any kind.  David wrote, “Against You, You only, have I sinned, and done this evil in Your sight—that you may be found just when You speak, and blameless when You judge.” (Psalm 51:4).





“These six things the Lord hates, Yes, seven are an abomination to Him: a proud look, a lying tongue, hands that shed innocent blood, a heart that devises wicked plans, feet that are swift in running to evil, a false witness who speaks lies, and one who sows discord among brethren.” (Proverbs 6:16-19).














Being Wise Is Not What It's About


So they asked Him, saying, "Teacher, but when will these things be? And what sign will there be when these things are about to take place?" (Luke 21:7)


Perhaps it is the nature of disciples to ask questions. But don't we sometimes ask too many questions of God? Maybe not, but we do betray by our questions that the things we'd most like to know about are not the things He would most like to see us be interested in. Compared to the big issues that should be at the forefront of our minds, the subjects that our questions deal with are often trivial. It is a good thing that God is patient with us. 


What do we think life in God is about anyway? Is it about satisfying our curiosity or increasing our likeness to His character? Are we seeking to become wise for our own sake or to become like Him for His sake? If we intend to seek God diligently, "what we're interested in" will largely determine what we end up with.


There is perhaps no better example than Abraham of a person who understood what life is about. "By faith Abraham obeyed when he was called to go out to the place which he would receive as an inheritance. And he went out, not knowing where he was going" (Hebrews 11:8).
