Yet the grace is extended only to those who have enough love for the truth to acknowledge the damage they've done, without any attempt to soften the situation.


The gospel is certainly good news. It's nothing less than the best news humanity has ever heard. But the news of God's forgiveness can only be good for us individually and personally if we first accept the full extent of the bad news. And the bad news is that we are selfish rebels against God who deserve not the least bit of "understanding" on His, or anyone else's, part. If we fail to swallow this bitter medicine, there'll be no godly sorrow in our hearts, and we'll be no closer to God's forgiveness than the respectable, excuse-making folks who came to hear John the Baptist preach. They had no sense of having done anything very seriously wrong, but the welcome they received from God's messenger was blunt: "Brood of vipers! Who warned you to flee from the wrath to come? Therefore bear fruits worthy of repentance" (Matthew 3:7,8).

     1 Corinthians 13:4 says that love “is patient.”  The Greek word is a compound of “long” (in time or distance) and “passion” or “temper.”  It depicts perseverance in the face of difficulty, or self-restraint in the face of provocation.  Love “suffers long” (NKJV).  While the term can refer to patience with circumstances, it is mostly used of patience with people.


     Remember that the love described in this chapter is one that is like God’s love toward us.  His great love for imperfect people means that He is longsuffering toward us (Romans 2:4; 1 Timothy 1:16; 1 Peter 3:20).  Following His Spirit will bear the same fruit in our lives (Galatians 5:22).


     Sometimes people mistreat us


even our brothers and sisters in Christ may do it.  How we respond makes all the difference.  Among the ancient Greeks it was considered a virtue to refuse to tolerate insult or injury, and to repay every wrong done.  The same philosophy prevails in our own time, especially in a nation where so many are concerned with their “rights” above anything else.  The sheer number of 








That sort of impatience is a sign of self-centeredness.  In contrast, think of how longsuffering Jesus was with his apostles, even though they tried his patience on occasion (see John 14:8-9; Matthew 14:25-31).  Seeking the good of others means being patient with their shortcomings.


      I need longsuffering when sharing the gospel.  The person I am trying to teach may respond with indifference, ridicule, or even hostility.


Even a sincere truth-seeker will have questions that need answering, misconceptions that need correcting, and objections that need a response.  Evangelism demands patience.


     I need longsuffering when dealing with a sinning brother.  He may get defensive.  He may lash out in anger.  He may shut me out.  He may be slow to realize (or to admit) his sin.  Correction demands patience.


     The way of love is longsuffering.  We need patience with our spouses, with our children, with our fellow saints, with everyone we meet.  We must rise above the worldly inclination to be short-tempered and vengeful.  Jesus’ people are to walk “with all lowliness and meekness, with longsuffering, forbearing one another in love” (Ephesians 4:2).

lawsuits in our society shows that many are not inclined to be 


 “longsuffering” toward any mistreatment, whether intentional or accidental, whether real or imagined.  Love, on the other hand, puts up with a lot.  


    Why?  Because love is concerned with the other person, not me.  Love seeks the good of its object; and what good can I bestow by losing my temper and lashing out, even if I think it is deserved?


     Picture the Savior hanging on the cross, pleading with God to forgive those who abused him (Luke 23:34).  “And while being reviled, He did not revile in return; while suffering, He uttered no threats” (1 Peter 2:23).  Picture Stephen, who, even as the stones were flying , asked God not to charge his murderers with their sin (Acts 7:60).  No retaliation, no bitterness, no revenge.  That’s love.


     However, people don’t have to resort to outright abuse to try our patience.  Sometimes all it takes is an honest mistake or some well-intentioned bungling.  Admit it:  we can get upset over some pretty silly things.  And often it’s with the people we care about the most—our spouses, our children, our brothers and sisters in the Lord.  





Sick or Sinful?


For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even His eternal power and�Godhead, so that they are without excuse, because, although they knew God, they did not glorify Him as God, nor were thankful, but became futile in�their thoughts, and their foolish hearts were darkened.


(Romans 1:20, 21)


We won't make much headway overcoming sin until we admit our personal sinfulness. Yet it's the modern trend to downplay the individual sinner's responsibility for his wrongdoing. Phyllis McGinley said it well: "People are no longer sinful. They are only immature or underprivileged or frightened or, more particularly, sick." There is currently a reluctance even to use the word "sin." We prefer words like "disorder" or "dysfunction," as if our evil deeds were simply something that happened to us. Yet Paul wrote that when it comes to sin, we are "without excuse." Any sin that any of us has ever committed has been a failure to show, first, honor to God and, second, gratitude to Him. And these are very serious failures -- failures for which we are fully responsible. If we ultimately stand before God having done these things, it will be perfectly just of Him to banish us from His presence forever. Our only hope is the gospel of Christ, which is a plan of forgiveness based on grace.  Cont on Page 3
