The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)

     Sin will enslave us if we allow it to go unchecked in our life. Jesus answered them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Every one that committeth sin is the bondservant of sin. (John 8:34) Paul said, " Know ye not, that to whom ye present yourselves (as) servants unto obedience, his servants ye are whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness? (Rom 6:16)


     Sin is the result of ones own lustful desire. But each man is tempted, when he is drawn away by his own lust, and enticed. Then the lust, when it hath conceived, beareth sin: and the sin, when it is full-grown, bringeth forth death. (James 1:14-15)


      Know this, however, that in spite of all we do, there is no sin that the blood of Jesus can not remove. When you consider the extent to which Christ suffered to free us from sin, could anything diminish that? Paul said, "Christ gave Himself for our sin that He might deliver us out of this present evil world" (Gal. 1:4) He bare our sins in His own body upon the tree. (I Pet. 2:24)


     The question is then, what are we willing to do about sin in our life? Will we face reality and turn from it or continue to be its slave? (I Jn. 1:9)


     May God help us to see His love for all who will turn to Him in righteousness.

I could never deny my Lord!”  Have you ever thought this about your own faith?  I must admit I have. One can easily draw such a conclusion when feeling strong and committed in the practice of the Father’s will.  Yet, since the establishment of the Lord’s church, I can only wonder how many have thought they could never become unfaithful and have subsequently done so.  The problem is that we are unable to see all of the approaching twists, turns and curves in life.  How many brethren do you know who have “suffered shipwreck in regard to their faith” who were once steadfast in their devotion to Christ?  In some cases, we are left shocked and bewildered.  I have personally known many whom I had considered to be of strong convictions who have abandoned faithful living, rejecting the Lord and His truth.


     What happens to them?  Time changes things.  Circumstances change.  People change. And sometimes, it can happen abruptly and be quite unforeseen.  The apostle Peter is the textbook example when he confidently declared. “Even though all may fall away, yet I will not” (Mark 14:29).  What an eye-opener for Peter!  In a matter of hours, he will flee, follow at a distance, then curse and swear that he does not even know the Lord.  Dreams are dashed.  Adversity assails.  Trials trouble us.  Maybe it’s a relationship which is ruptured.  











In adversity, be reminded that immortality approaches (see Romans 13:11; 2 Cor. 4:16 – 5:4).


2. Hope motivates one to do right when the flesh is weak.  Combating weariness is common to most believers.  Paul reminded the brethren in Galatia, “And let us not lose heart in doing good, for in due time we shall reap if we do not grow weary” (Galatians 6:9).  Hope should cause us to fix our eyes on Jesus and to walk in purity as He did (1 John 3:3; Hebrews 12:13).


3. Hope provides something better for which to long.  The devil’s offer at times looks so good, so inviting, so promising of pleasure.  One of the hardest things to do is to redirect your gaze away from the offer and to rivet it in the direction of one’s hope.  Only in the Father’s presence and at His right hand will we find that for which we really long—fullness of joy and pleasures forever (Psalm 16:11).


     Hope can serve as an anchor if we do two things:  (1) Cultivate Christ like characteristics (Colossians 1:27); (2) Show diligence in service (Hebrews 6:9-11).  When troubled or besieged by doubts, the time has come to again assess one’s hope.  Hope can guide you through difficulty and lead you where you should so desperately want to go . . . home, and eternal residence with God in heaven.


  








					





Hope Is the Anchor of the Soul

Maybe we are inflicted with an emotional or physical injury.  Maybe it’s just succumbing to the world’s persuasive voice to “eat, drink and be merry.”  Whatever the pit in the road might be, at least for a time, faith is surrendered and God is forgotten.


     In such dark times, what has been lost in the shuffle is hope.  The thing to which one must cling has been neglected.  The Hebrew writer makes interesting use of an analogy when he describes hope “. . . as an anchor of the soul” (6:19).  An anchor is a reliable device which grips to the bottom of the sea and holds the ship in place.  Just like the anchor, hope is reliable in the midst of life’s storms if we use it properly, not allowing ourselves to drift from it.  Hope is sure and steadfast because Jesus is.  Jesus went before us as a forerunner, thus providing the assurances we need.  Incidentally, an anchor does its work out of sight.  Likewise, the object of one’s hope is presently out of sight.  By faith, we have every confidence of the eternal home prepared by God for the righteous. 


So how, exactly, does hope work as an anchor?


1. Hope puts things in the proper perspective.  When compared to hope, what is fleeting and temporary can be dealt with more courageously.  Problems ultimately pass away.  Clinging to hope will cause the inner man to be renewed though the outer man is decaying.  








The Truth about Sin!


For the wages of sin is death; but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord. (Rom. 6:23)





     I know a young man who by bad choices and some bad discussions related to those choices has all but ruined his life. Against all of the religious convictions of the family in which he was raised he is only a step away from sleeping under a bridge somewhere. So deep is his desperation that he spoke to his mother about "coming back to church". When ask why he would not do so his reply was, "well I have done some really bad things, I have picked up some really bad habits, I don't think I could come back". (Properly interpreted, it says I am not really ready to give up the mess I have made). He is not the first to reason this way nor will he be the last. 


    None the less, this thought process says much about the way people look at sin. Many have the idea that somehow there are different degrees of sin. That some sins are worse than others, something like the opposite of "good", "better", "best". Lest we fall into such a state of disillusion, know that John said,  "all unrighteousness is sin" (I Jn. 5: 17) "he tells us furthermore that " he that doeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning". (1 John 3:8)


     Sin is sin and anything that is sin (great or small) separates us from God. Paul wrote, " for all have sinned, and fall short of the glory of God; (Rom 3: 23) It is how we handle such sin in our life that determines our relationship to God.  Sin does not go away by its self. Many have the idea (including some that call themselves Christians) that if left alone and not admitted somehow sin will go away or correct itself.
