    “I wanted to tell you that I joined the Army and I was afraid you would be unhappy with me. Several others have told me it was wrong and no place for a Christian” After assuring him that I approved, he was a happy young man and we were able to discuss his goal for joining the Army.


It would aid in getting his US citizenship (a point to note) and give him finical help to finish school. In a few days he went to his duty station to begin training, and at the end of basic training, based on many things including performance of duty, he was the only solider of almost 700 recruits to receive US citizenship. In the first two weeks he met a young man named Anderson and in that time he taught Anderson the truth and baptized him into Christ.    


      By now most of you know that I am speaking of Collins Boakye and you may well ask why so much ado over one individual?  Certainly, it is not to praise or glorify Collins, he would be most embarrassed and I would surely not want to embarrass him.      On June 8, 1995 Americans rejoiced at the news of the capture of Captain Scott O’Grady from behind enemy lines in Bosnia.  Six days before, his plane was shot down but he had ejected and survived.  No doubt he believed his survival would depend in part on his putting into practice what he had learned earlier in his training.  He hoped he would be found by friendly comrades, and trusted them take him to safety when they arrived. This event will serve to introduce and illustrate how faith, hope and trust go together to accomplish our rescue from the bondage of sin.


Meaning


     Faith, hope and trust are not identical, like identical triplets, but they do have similar meanings, and come from the same source, the mind of God.  All three ideas are used in the first chapter of the Ephesian letter in which there is a discussion of the great plan of redemption God has provided for sinful man through his Son, Jesus Christ.  The word that is translated “believed” in verse 12 means “to hope before, hence the necessity of faith, hope and trust working together to bring about our salvation.


     Many accept the necessity of faith in God’s plan of salvation for man, but fail to understand what is involved in this faith.  Many have a very limited understanding of the meaning of hope, thinking only in terms of.











come to believe in Him.


Results


     All of us have difficulties with which to deal at some point in our lives.  Accidents, prolonged illness, abuse, unjust criticism are some of the tings Christians face from time to time.  When these times come, Christians who are lacking in faith, hope and trust in God often become frustrated, confused and unstable.  On the other hand, having unfeigned faith (2 Timothy 1:5), hope in Christ (1 Corinthians 15:19) that makes not ashamed (Romans 5:5), and trust that is not in uncertain riches, but in the living God (1 Timothy 6:17), we can:


1.  Overcome the world (1 Jn 5:4)


2.  Teach others (2 Timothy 2:2


3.  Withstand ridicule and ill treatment (Acts 4:19-20; 5:29)


4.  Face the future with confidence, saying with Paul, “For the which cause I also suffer these things:  nevertheless I am not ashamed, for I know whom I have believed, and am persuaded that He is able to keep that which I have committed unto Him against that day” (2 Timothy 1:12).

 Faith, Hope and Trust Go Together

wanting the blessings God has offered while having no real basis to expect to receive them.  Trusting in God to save us means much more than being confident He is able to do so.


     Faith and hope go together as seen in the statement concerning faith in Hebrews 11:1.  “Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.”  The faith discussed in this chapter, as well as elsewhere in the New Testament, means more than simply being convinced in the mind that God is, and that Jesus is His Son.


Need


    The word in the New Testament that is sometimes translated “hope” and sometimes “trust” is directed to, and centers in a person.  Jesus referred to some who trusted in Moses (John 5:45), and Peter wrote, “For after this manner in the old time the holy women also, who trusted in God, adorned themselves, being in subjection to their own husbands” (1 Peter 3:5).  When used with the preposition “on” (as some manuscripts have in Romans 15:12; 1 Timothy 4:10; 5:5 and 1 Timothy 6:17), the ground upon which hope rests is expressed.  However, when used with “in” we have the meaning that Christ is not simply the ground upon whom, but the sphere and element in whom we place our hope or trust; there must be believable evidence that He is the Son of God.  The person who examines that evidence honestly will
