Going Through the Motions





Then the Lord said, "Because this people draw near with their words And honor Me with their lip service,

     In the title verse God’s words are meant to pronounce divine judgment on their formality of Jewish worship. They kept up the forms of religion but withheld their hearts from God. God, therefore, says that He will inflect upon them exemplary and deserved punishment. 


     They drew near (in the Temple) in external forms of devotion, they gave lip service in praise to God and acknowledger Him in outward forms of devotion but their heart was not given to God. Their reverence (fear) came from the precepts of men, not from God. 


     In the NAS translation the scholars have added the words “by rote” to help us understand their problem.


 Webster’s New World, says of the word “by rote”; “by memory alone, without thought or understanding” but the meaning is deeper. It implies that they had given no thought or study for what they were doing, “just going through the motions” by following others. It is one of the reasons that they followed so many traditions that made void the will of God. (Matt 15:6) 


     But, do you think that there is any chance that, those, calling themselves God’s children today, could fall into such a state? In (Matt 15: 7-9) Jesus uses these words of Isaiah to condemn the attitude of the people in His day. We need to examine our lives daily to make sure we do not make our worship vain

Examine Your Attitude Toward Worship

My attitude toward worship depends upon four things:  (1) my attitude toward God, (2) my concept of God, (3) my courage to examine and change my life (repent), and (4) my understanding of the essence of worship.








Psalm 96 affords us a good view of what worship is.  The passage is about the greatness and majesty of God: “. . . The Lord is great … He is to be feared above all gods … Honor and majesty are before Him … strength and beauty are in His sanctuary.”  But the test is also about the appropriate human response to God’s greatness:  “Sing to the Lord … proclaim the good news … Declare His glory … Give to the Lord …”





Once I become acquainted with the God who made me, I should want to express my reverence for Him.  Worship is part of my total response to who God is, and what he means to me.  And just as God is light--therefore I should want to worship Him in spirit.

    When we pray it is to be done with spirit and understanding and that requires some thought. (I Cor14: 15) It must be in spirit, that is, in such a way that the mind and affections are engaged. It is to be without vain repetition (Matt. 6:7) but pertinent to the occasion. Prayer must have reason (Js. 5:13-18). 


    It is evident that our singing must be with spirit and understanding, for the same reason. (I Cor 14:15) When we sing, it must be a joyful expression of our hearts to the Lord.


    When we observe the Supper, it is to be done with reverence, for in it we show His death until He comes 


(Luke 22:14-20). When we do things that take our thoughts away, it is an unworthy way. The church at Corinth, had gone so far as to make it a common meal and Paul condemned them (I Cor 11: 19-22). 


     As God has blessed us we are to (Let) each man (do) according as he hath purposed in his heart: not grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver (2 Cor 9:7)


This requires some fore thought and if we do not consider the purpose and reason, our gift is of no importance to the Lord. We must be a cheerful giver to God.

incarnate Christ demonstrates the fundamental nature and attributes of God; belief in Christ therefore, becomes crucial to my concept of God.  My attitude toward and concept of God must be determined by the message of His Word and His Son.


My courage to examine and change my life will cause me to constantly monitor my thoughts and deeds to insure my life is consistent with the Lord’s will.  In reference to worship, I will want to meditate, pray, study and plan my whole life so that God is praised and exalted.  And, I will want to take advantage of every opportunity to join with God’s people to worship Him according to His instructions.  Worship will be a habit of life but not in the sense of an empty ritual.  Worship will spring from a heart where God dwells.  As I examine myself and monitor my life, I’ll want my worship (private or collective) to be accompanied by joy, but without any confidence in the flesh (Philippians 3:3).  Worship will be a part of a whole life that is directed toward God and His Son.  But what is the essence of worship?








My attitude toward God should be based on my conviction that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him (Hebrews 11:6).  This kind of faith can produce the good attitude of godly fear, and “the fear of the Lord is the beginning of knowledge . . .” (Proverbs 1:7).  God is absolutely holy, absolutely perfect, and absolutely wise.  He is grieved by evil, He loves man and wants me to love and obey Him.  All of this should move me and cause me to want to be true to Him all the days of my life.  My attitude toward God should be as expressed by the heavenly hosts:  “Worth art thou, our Lord and our God, to receive the glory and the honor and the power; for thou didst create all things, and because of thy will they were, and were created” (Revelation 4:11).


My concept of God should be in keeping with His revelation of Himself in nature and in Scripture (Psalm 19; John 1:18).  There is scarcely any error in doctrine or behavior that cannot be traced, ultimately, to an incomplete or incorrect concept of deity.  What I think about God matters and the
