 When Jesus was put to death, His hands and feet were nailed to a cross and his side was pierced to allow his blood to flow out of his body.  In His death, Jesus gave the great sacrifice for mankind that relieves all of us from sin.  And in His resurrection, Jesus was victorious over Satan and sin, as well as conquering death.  He was the Savior of man by His death and He was proved to be the Son of God with power by the resurrection, but His victory was not without wounds.





His apostles witnessed His wounds.  They gathered together in a room and subsequently saw the resurrected Lord who offered his nail-scarred hands as testimony.  When Thomas saw it, he cried, “My Lord and my God.”  Perhaps Jesus endured wounded hands, feet, and side in order to prove His resurrection from death, but it is significant to me that although Jesus was the Son of God and had been resurrected, He still bore the scars from the wounds he had endured on the cross.





That is a reminder to me that no one ever achieves the most significant and lasting success without getting a few wounds along the way.  We all pay the price.  We must realize that there are things worthy of the price we must pay.  Witness the martyrs.  Witness the persecuted Christians of times past who stood firm for faith in God, His Word, and His Son.  The world would be a very different place without their sacrifices.


The moving story of Dr. Eleanor Chestnut, assassinated by a mob that stormed her hospital in China during the 


   








When she slipped on the wet surface, it felt like she was in slow motion, nothing she could do to stop.  Within a split second, she realized that she would fall forward onto both her son and her unborn daughter, or she could go down directly onto the unforgiving concrete to her knees.  





Her knees immediately burst open, blood went everywhere, and her kneecaps were both crushed mercilessly.  But her children were both unharmed and she never complained before what was truly value to her was saved.  Do we ever hear Jesus complaining of the suffering He endured?  Do we ever hear Him indicate that the wounds he suffered were in vain?





And this makes us realized that we must commit ourselves more fully to His cause.  The saddest commentary on our lives may be that we suffer so few wounds and bear so few scars for Christ and His kingdom.  Doesn’t it concern you that our faith really requires so little of us compared too many in times past that we read about?  Some of us have committed to giving what used to be called a tithe by the Jews.  But you know, that is probably only about half of what some tip servers who bring us our food in restaurants.  And we are here most of the services… unless a family outing or something we don’t want to miss or give up would create an inconvenience.  It’s not fanatic to take some business hits, suffer some ridicule, or take a wound for Jesus.  Remember what he took for us!  Do you think on resurrection day, He will ask to see our scars?

Boxer Rebellion in 1905 should not be forgotten.  She once had to amputate a common laborer’s leg.  Complications arose and skin grafts were needed. Several days later, Dr. Chestnut was seen limping down the hall.  “Why are you not walking normally,” another doctor asked?  “It’s nothing,” she replied.  But really it was something.  The skin graft for that coolie at the bottom of Chinese society had come from her own leg with only local anesthetic.





Of course, the wounds of Jesus reach out so much farther than any we might endure in defending our fellow citizens or even giving our lives for the Lord.  The question, however, is whether we are willing to give of ourselves for His cause.  How easy it is for us to compromise or even to completely surrender our faith and our values when it appears we may have to suffer some wounds or bear some scars for Jesus.





But the wounds lead us to be reminded of just how much Jesus loves us.


Are you familiar with the American Sign Language symbol for Jesus?  The tip of the middle finger of one hand touches the palm of the other hand.  They touch the place where the scar was in the hands of Jesus and that signifies the Person who bore that scar.  How fitting!





There is a story of an aspiring tennis star who found herself with scars and braces on both knees.  You see, this seven-month pregnant mother had scooped up her toddler from the swimming pool to walk toward a nearby lounge chair.  





Your Wreckage Can Be Repaired!


. . . Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners, of whom I am chief. However, for this reason I obtained mercy, that in me first Jesus Christ might show all longsuffering, as a pattern to those who are going�to believe on Him for everlasting life.(1 Tim. 1:15,16)


Under the influence of the gospel of Christ, Saul of Tarsus became a radically different man. The change was not superficial or temporary; it was deep and lasting. And later, writing now as Paul the apostle, he could offer himself as an example to prove just how sinful a person can be and still be saved by the gospel: “I obtained mercy, that in me first Jesus Christ might show all longsuffering, as a pattern to those who are going to believe on Him for everlasting life.” If the prosecutor’s charge is that a truly wicked person can never change, Paul is “Exhibit A” to the contrary. He is a courage-giving “pattern” to anyone who has ever worried that they might be a hopeless case or a lost cause.


Most people, if they’re honest, know what it’s like to struggle with deeply ingrained character flaws. As we struggle to remove these flaws, we become frustrated. In time, we may come to doubt that real change is even possible.
