      What is the most important thing in your life?  What is your passion?  I read the other day about a man whose passion was baseball.  He was so obsessed that his wife insisted he see a psychiatrist.  “Doctor,” he said, “it is destroying me. I can’t sleep for dreaming about it.  As soon as I close my eyes, I am out there chasing down a fly ball or trying to steal second base.  When I wake up I am more tired than when I went to bed.  What am I going to do?”  The psychiatrist sat back and folded her arms. She said, “Well, try this.  When you first lie down, imagine that you are driving a very expensive sport’s car in the countryside with your lovely wife having a relaxing day.”  “Are you crazy, Doctor,” the patient said.  “I’ll miss my turn at bat!”

repertoire of things to talk about.  Isn’t it true that when you are around that guy who loves sports or that girl that loves movies or music, the conversation goes in one of those directions.


     I read recently about John Dobson, a ninety-year-old astronomer who became so fascinated by the sun, moon , and stars that he has spent his later years placing telescopes around the country, conducting lectures and influencing young people to study them in new ways.  Thousands credit him with their fascination with the heavenly bodies.


     Now if Dobson can be that turned on by the sun, how much more should we be passionate about the SON who came to save all men from sin and offer us all eternal life with God in heaven?  That being true, we will be talking about Jesus. And if that is the case, others will be led to the Lord by our great enthusiasm!


     If heaven is our passion, do we work hard to break down the barriers to going there?    Are we guilty of giving Christ such a low priority in our lives that he hardly matters to us?  Is that evidenced in the way we dress, the way we talk, the way we think about our work, our recreation, our friends, and our conduct?  Is there some “vice” (that word has a double-meaning) that has a grip on our lives that keeps us from being passionate about being like Christ?  Are we so self-centered that we ignore those who are hurting? Are we so focused upon our possessions that we disregard the needs of those around us?  Do we really want to be like the world more than like the spiritual beings God wants us to become?  Such says much about our priorities and whether we truly have a passion for going to

Thus says the Lord: "Let not the wise man glory in his wisdom, let not the mighty man glory in his might, nor let the rich man glory in his riches; but let him who glories glory in this, that he understands and knows Me, that I am the Lord, exercising lovingkindness, judgment, and righteousness in the earth. For in these I delight," says the Lord. (Jeremiah 9:23, 24)


Most of us feel a need to have something about ourselves that we find deeply satisfying. There needs to be something that we can take "pride" in, something about us that is honorable and praiseworthy, at least by our own standards. Those who don't have any such source of satisfaction are said to have a low sense of "self-worth" or an unhealthy "self-image." Whatever words are used to describe this human need (and the terminology varies greatly from culture to culture), almost every person in the world knows what it is to strive for this fulfillment. We need to have something significant that we can "glory" in.


The problem is that we were created by a God who fashioned us in His own image and made us such that our greatest need is for Him personally. When we ignore the truth that this is our greatest need and try to find our significance and satisfaction in other things, we engage in a pursuit that is dangerous and destructive.
