 Dealing with Temptation





Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted of God; for God cannot be tempted with evil, and he himself tempteth no man: (James 1:13)





     We are all bound to face temptation in this life. It is the tool by which Satan lures us into participation in the things of the world. When Satan tempted Jesus it was the "lust of the flesh", the "lust of the eye" and the" pride of life" that was laid before him. This may not sound like much but John described it as "all that is in the world" and that it, "is not of the Father but 


of the world". (I John 2: 16)


     The Greek word "periasmos" translated "temptation", in the noun sense means "outward trials" and is the subject of James 1: 1-12. These may very well come from God to test or prove our faith as with Abraham (Gen. 22: 1). It is in this sense that we are to count it, "all joy". On the other hand, however, with the verb form we see the more sinister use, i.e. "to solicit to do evil". 


     The philosophical idea is that man is a creature of his heredity and environment, neither of which he chose.  Therefore, he should not be held accountable for any sin that resides in him. James strikes down this deadly idea in one blow in verses (13-15). No one can blame God for their temptation as Adam did in (Gen. 3:12). Temptation is a result of one's own lust by which he is enticed, "deleazo", literally "baited". Satan uses the most desirable things to "hook' us much like the fisherman who uses the most attractive and alluring fly to make the fish strike.

What then is the answer to dealing with temptation? Jesus used His knowledge of God's word to defeat Satan and we must use it also. Our reliance must be upon God. (2 Peter 2: 9) God knows the temptation we face because Jesus faced them. (Heb. 4:15) Consider these things:


1. Trust in God.  There hath no temptation taken you but such as man can bear: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation make also the way of escape, that ye may be able to endure it. (1 Cor 10:13)


2.  Don't get into compromising situations. As the fish leaves the safety of cover to take the fly, so is one who puts themselves in bad situations. Be subject therefore unto God; but resist the devil, and he will flee from you. (James 4:7)


3. If you find yourself in such a situation get out ASAP. If we can justify children having cell phones, it would be to call their parents to say, "come get me". But flee youthful lusts, and follow after righteousness, faith, love, peace, with them that call on the Lord out of a pure heart.


(2 Tim 2:22)


4. Just say no! The old anti-drug campaign had the premise "just say no". I don't know how successful it was but the idea is sound. When faced with bad choices" just say no"!

5. Pray often. Pray that ye enter not into temptation. (Luke 22:40)


6. When you fail and fall, correct it.


Jesus knows our every weakness and will succor those who are tempted.


(Heb. 2: 17-18)

God Cannot Lie


     “God is not a man, that He should lie” (Numbers 23:19).  It is “impossible for God to lie” (Hebrews 6:18).  This is why we say that the Bible is not neutral.  It cannot be a good book if it is not what it claims to be.  If God cannot lie, then His words are completely true and trustworthy.  This is at the heart of biblical infallibility (i.e., the inability to teach deception and false hood).  God cannot teach falsehood or deception.  Add to this the fact that His children are forbidden to lie (Exodus 20:16; Ephesians 4:25; Revelation 21:8).  The Bible writers repeatedly claimed their words to be true (1 Corinthians 14:37; Galatians 1:20).  Therefore, belief in the infallibility of Scripture is essential to the basic belief in Scripture as God’s inspired word.


     In sum, we note that the scriptures claim to be wholly and verbally inspired by God.   They cannot be broken or pass away.  They are the direct result of the Holy Spirit.  The very words of God were put into the mouths of his servants.  God cannot lie, and His children are forbidden to lie.  All of these together form a powerful base for understanding biblical inspiration and infallibility.  If we do not believe this, it will be impossible for us to have the kind of respect for Scripture that we must have in order to properly understand the Bible.  It is thus my firm conviction that any good hermeneutic must begin with an understanding of and belief in the Bible’s own claims.

2.  Inspiration is verbal.  This means that the words themselves are inspired.  This is what the Bible claims in 1 Corinthians 2:13: “not in words which man’s wisdom teaches but which the Holy Spirit teaches.”  Some say that only the thoughts are inspired.  But, as Clark Pinnock put it, “To accept the inspiration of the thoughts and not the words of the Biblical writers runs counter not only to the Scriptural claims, but is intrinsically meaningless.  (What is an inspired thought expressed in uninspired language?)”  (A Defense of Biblical Infallibility, p.8).  If we do not accept the verbal, plenary inspiration of Scripture, then our own sentiments become the standard of right and wrong.


Scripture Cannot Be Broken or Pass Away


     Jesus claimed that the Scripture cannot be broken (John 10:35).  If just one promise goes unfilled, just one word of God is broken, then the Bible would be false.  But there is no hint of such failure.  Furthermore, the Bible claims that, as the word of God, it cannot pass away.  It is “incorruptible,” “abides forever,” and “endures forever” (1 Peter 1:23-25).  As opposed to the corruptibility of mankind and material things, God’s word will always endure.  Nothing can destroy it.


	Words of the Holy Spirit


     The Holy Spirit speaks through the Scriptures (Hebrews 3:7; Matthew 22:43).  Scripture does not come through the private origin of man, “for prophecy never came by the will of man, but holy men of God spoke as they were moved by the Holy spirit” (2 Peter 1:20-21).  The very words of God were put into the mouths of His servants the prophets (Jeremiah 1:9; 1 Corinthians 2:13).








     UNDERSTANDING BIBLE inspiration is necessary in order to understand the Bible at all.  Proper study of any text of Scripture begins with the recognition that it comes from God, not man (Galatians 1:11-12).  The purpose of this article is to consider what the Bible says about itself.  Someone might object, “But you can’t use the Bible to prove the Bible; that’s circular reasoning.”  This transparent objection is refuted by pointing out how inconsistent and “circular” it would then be to “prove human reasoning by appealing to human reasoning.”  We understand that anybody can claim to be inspired, but what sets the Bible apart from all others is that it is wholly consistent with its claims.  The Bible is its own best witness.


     The Bible is not neutral.  If it did not claim to be inspired, it cannot be just an ordinary or even a “good book”.  If it is not inspired, then it is based wholly on lies and deceit, and therefore cannot be good. If it is inspired, then it is the true and infallible word of God that must be heeded, and therefore much more than a good book.  There is no middle ground.  


	Inspired of God


All scripture is inspired by God (2 Timothy 3:16).  “Inspired” means “God-breathed.”  It came directly from God (Ephesians 3:5).  This is no fairy tale from the mind of man (2 Peter 1:16).  Consider two facts about biblical inspiration: 1. Inspiration is plenary.  “Plenary means “wholly,” extending to every part.  If it were not wholly inspired, then it would not be wholly reliable.  Thus, the biblical teaching on inspiration requires that it be plenary.  “All Scripture” is inspired
