 The Genuine Article 


At the end of World War II the economy of Japan was in shambles. Devastated by the war and its cost, the economy was gone. Without the resources for R&D the Japanese became a "copycat" nation. They began producing products of every kind copied from manufactures around the world. So successful were they at this trade it was found that if a product had a flaw either internal or external the flaw showed up in the copy. 


     Soon the world markets (particularly the US) were flooded with products that were copies of everything, and at a fraction of the cost of the genuine article. Consumers were concerned about quality and reliability and manufactures countered, to some degree, by promoting their products as the "genuine article" and pushed its higher cost as value worthy. The deception was so good, however, that consumers were left wondering if they had gotten the real thing. As a result laws were passed for consumer protection that required detailed information about the product and its origin. Today we have come to accept "knockoffs" and "imitations" as a way of life. The stores are full of them and whether we buy them or not we usually think of imitations in a negative way.


     There is a sense, however, in which imitation is a positive and necessary thing. That, of course,


is in the manner of life we lead. In his letter to the

Sour Grapes and Justice

individually come to Christ.  (Rom. 5:17-21, Acts 2:38-41)  As Ezekiel records:” Therefore I will judge you, O house of Israel, every one according to his ways, saith the Lord Jehovah.”  (v. 30)   We have such a God now. (Rom. 2:2-11)





Our test also shows that man can change from wicked to righteous and from righteous to wicked.  Free agency is not limited to a one-way street.  “If the wicked turn from his sins that he hath committed, and keep all my statutes … he shall surely live.”  “But when the righteous turneth away from his righteousness … None of his righteous deeds…shall be remembered in his trespass…and in his sin… in them shall he die.”  (Vs. 21-24)





We are not judged by our past performance.  To put it in N.T. words, it is not enough that we once came into God’s light; we must continue “walking in the light.”  The Jew pointed to his ancestry and past glory;  and we drag out our baptismal certificate but God says, “What are you now!  Are you striving to follow me today?”  If you have been tempted to believe some sort of “cloak of righteousness” is spread over the impenitent sinner that his past answers for today, read Ezek. 18 carefully.  (And study the subjunctive present “IF” we “walk and “confess” of (1 Jn. 1:7-9).











Ezekiel 18: is a marvelous chapter on the fairness and justice of God.  Its message is in an Old Testament setting, but it portrays an attribute of God which is unchanged; and it should be read today with care.  The Israelites had a proverb: “The fathers have eaten sour grapes, and the children’s teeth are set on edge” – by which they blamed their troubles on an earlier generation.  God said, yes, your fathers sinned, but “ye have done evil more than your fathers.”  “Every one shall die for his own iniquity: every man that eateth the sour grapes, his teeth shall be set on edge.”  (Jer. 16:10-f., 31:29-30)  “The soul that sinneth, it shall die: the son shall not bear the iniquity of the father, neither shall the father bear the iniquity of the son.”     





The physical land environmental consequences of the generation’s sin may affect generations to come (Ex. 20:5, 34:7) but God categorically denies that the guilt of one is passed to another.  By one man (Adam) sin entered the world, and so spiritual death; but all die (spiritually) “for that all have sinned.” (Rom. 5:12)  THE death (see Greek) and THE righteousness (the extremes, viewed metaphorically) are through or by Adam and Christ respectively.  But we are condemned as individuals, on the basis of individual sins; and made righteous, through forgiveness, as we 
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 Corinthians, Paul said, "Be ye imitators of me, as I am of Christ” (I Cor.11: 1).


He praised the Thessalonians for doing just that.  (I Thess. 1: 6) 


     Jesus is the "Genuine Article"! Of himself he said, “I am The Way The Truth and The Life, no man comes to the Father except by me" (Jn.14: 6). There are no flaws in the nature of Jesus, and it is our imitation of the flawless character and beauty of Jesus that makes us pleasing to God.                               


     All of His characteristics are ours through knowledge of Him and they make us what God wants us to be.  Peter said, "His divine power has given to us all things that pertain to life and godliness, through the knowledge of Him,…. that through these you may be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust. But also for this very reason, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue, to virtue knowledge, to knowledge self-control, to self-control perseverance, to perseverance godliness, to godliness brotherly kindness, and to brotherly kindness love. For if these things are yours and abound, you will be neither barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ". (II Pet. 1: 3-8)
