What Faith Makes Possible





But without faith it is impossible to please Him


(Hebrews 11:6)


It is possible for us to please God, but only by faith can we do so. Enoch's example illustrates how we can relate to God when we have real faith. Enoch "walked with God" (Genesis 5:24). And his walk with God, based on faith, had remarkable results. "By faith Enoch was taken away so that he did not see death, 'and was not found, because God had taken him'; for before he was taken he had this testimony, that he pleased God" (Hebrews 11:5).


Enoch pleased God, the text says, by faith. Does this mean that the mere fact of intellectual "belief" pleases God? No, we must have a faith that diligently reaches toward God in a trust that is both hopeful and loving. "For we walk by faith, not by sight. We are confident, yes, well pleased rather to be absent from the body and to be present with the Lord. Therefore we make it our aim, whether present or absent, to be well pleasing to Him" (2 Corinthians 5:7-9). If we make it our aim to be well pleasing to God, we need to understand that this wonderful possibility can be realized only by the obedience that comes from faith. "Without faith it is impossible to please Him" (Hebrews 11:6).

Serving God with A United Heart

Psalms Snapshot:


“Teach me thy way, O Jehovah: I will walk in thy truth: unite my heart to fear thy name.  I will praise thee, O Lord my God, with my whole heart; and I will glorify thy name forevermore” (Psalm 86:11-12).








 Lord.  God’s prophet, Haggai, rebuked the Lord’s people of his time for putting their own interests above the Lord’s:  “This people say, It is not the time for us to come, the time for Jehovah’s house to be built.  Then came the word of Jehovah by Haggai the prophet, saying, Is it a time for you yourselves to dwell in 


your ceiled houses, while this house lieth in waste?”  (Haggai 1:2-4).  They were living comfortably in their own houses while the Lord’s house (Temple) was in shambles.  It is awfully easy in our luxurious society to become to comfortable to make any sacrifices in serving the Lord.  (See also Matthew 22:37; Luke 9:23-25; Matthew 6:33.)





If we are not determined to serve the Lord with a “whole heart,” the result will be that we will lose our souls!  You see, if we allow ourselves to be distracted in our devotion, worship and service to God, we will become unfaithful.  “If then ye were raised together with Christ, seek the things that are above, where Christ is, seated on the right hand of God.  Set your mind on the things that are above, not on the things that are upon the earth.  For ye died, and your life is hid with Christ in God” (Colossians 3:1-3).  Let us put this psalm into practice by serving God with a united heart.

Faith is one part of the great triad: faith, hope, and love. And, in fact, the faith that makes pleasing God possible has in it a strong element of both hope and love. All three of these spiritual attributes look to the future through the eyes of trust. Working together, they produce the "work of faith," the "labor of love," and the "patience of hope" (1 Thessalonians 1:3).


Consider that the faith by which we come to God and please Him is not without real hope. While faith gives us a vision of how great our possibilities with God can be, it is hope that fervently desires these possibilities to come true. More than that, hope expects them to come true! And this expectation moves us to emulate God's character and grow in purity. "Everyone who has this hope in Him purifies himself, just as He is pure" (1 John 3:3).


By faith, we seek to please God because we love Him. It is faith that gives wings to love's natural desire. Showing us not only that God can be pleased but how we may do so, faith gives true substance to love's highest wish: the pleasure of our beloved God.


Faith is love taking the form of aspiration.

attention on the world and its things, we cannot focus on God as we should.  (See the additional warning Jesus gives in the Parable of the Rich Fool in Luke 12:15-21).





If we do not serve God with a “whole heart,” we will become as the one Jesus described in the Parable of the Soils:  “And he that was sown among the thorns, this is he that heareth the word; and the care of the world, and the deceitfulness of riches, choke the word, and he becometh unfruitful” (Matthew 13:22).  Indeed, there is an inherent danger in things, for they can lead a man to push God out of his life.





2.  The pursuit of pleasure will keep one from serving God with a whole heart.  The world thinks life is one big party, and they beckon us to join them.  However, Isaiah issued this warning:  “Woe unto them that rise up early in the morning, that they may follow strong drink; that tarry late into the night, till wine inflame them!  And the harp and the lute, the tabret and the pipe, and wine are in their feasts; but they regard not the work of Jehovah, neither have they considered the operation of his hands” (Isaiah 5:11-12).  Do you see what chasing pleasure will do to a man?  It will cause him to not “regard Jehovah” as he should.  (See also Isaiah 47:8-10; 1 Timothy 5:6; 2 Timothy 3:1, 4-5; 4:10; Titus 3:3; Hebrews 11:25).





3.  Putting self first by following our own interests will distract us from properly serving the 





In our world, just as it was in the psalmist’s, there are many things which may distract our service to God.  Notice that the psalmist prayed for a “united” heart (verse 11) and a “whole” heart (verse 12).





God wants us to put Him first in our lives.  If we are not careful, we may fall into the pattern of serving Him with a divided interest rather than the “whole-heart” service He desires.  Let’s take note of some common things in our time that vie for attention and can, if we are not careful, distract us from complete service to our Creator.





1.  Riches—the things of this world—compete for our attention.  In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus warned, “Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon the earth, where moth and rust consume, and where thieves break through and steal:  for where thy treasure is, there will thy heart be also.  The lamp of the body is the eye: if therefore thine eye be single, thy whole body shall be full of light.  But if thine eye be evil, thy whole body shall be full of darkness…. No man can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or else he will hold to one, and despise the other.  Ye cannot serve God and mammon” (Matthew 6:19-24).





Notice that the Lord spoke of “singleness” of the eye.  Our eye is “single” when it focuses on one thing.  If we begin to concentrate our time and
