    Have you ever been in a situation that turned sour and you had to say, I didn’t mean for that to happen?”  All of us have.  We call that “unintended consequences.”  Sometimes one acts with good intentions but some unrealized, unforeseen, or unexpected effect surprises!  And sometimes we act foolishly and bad things result.  In either case, the warning of this Scripture applies, and “unintended consequences” follow our decisions.


    In almost any endeavor that involves complexity, it is difficult to foresee every consequence.   Not so long ago, there was a massive drive to save the natural forests and preserve even planted tree farms by replacing paper sacks at markets with plastic bags.  Now billions of plastic bags are disposed in waterways and landfills endangering fish and wildlife and causing untold pollution that was never expected.


     In medicine, antibiotics have saved millions of lives, but as doctors began to freely prescribe them for common colds, resistance built up to the point that some died with immune system disorders that could not be treated with those drugs that could have saved them.  It started out good, but there were unintended consequences.  Have you listened to commercials trying to warn us of what can result from even the best of the new drugs?  These are unintended consequences even if they rarely happen. Research scientists meant to produce a miracle cure but it does not always happen.


     As you know, I work with young people who sometimes do not have the experience to be wary of dangerous situations in their lives.  Our Jake just 


    








part of God’s kingdom?  How sad is that?


     On the other hand, however, if we are working from proper motivation and trying to prepare for God’s promises, I believe “unintended blessings” will come into our lives beyond what we expect.  Jesus said, “Seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you.


     In my last year at Florida College, I was encouraged to return to take additional coursework under Homer Hailey to better prepare me to preach the gospel.  I was not coming back.  But I did, and in that semester, I met Lynda and my life has been blessed ever since.


     Do what is right and look what can happen:  “Come, you blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world; for I was hungry and you gave me food; I was thirsty and you gave me drink’ I was a stranger and you took me in; I was naked and you clothed me; I was sick and you visited me; I was in prison and you came to me,.  Then the righteous will answer Him, saying, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry and feed you or thirst and give you drink? ...And the King will answer and say to them, ‘Assuredly, I say to you inasmuch as you did it to one of the least of these my brethren, you did it to me’ (Matt. 25:34-40).

got his learner’s permit to drive an automobile this past week.  How many drivers, young and old, would say following an accident, “I didn’t mean for that to happen?”


   But with even more serious implications, because it involves one’s spiritual well being, sin can create unintended consequences.  Think about David’s sin with Bathsheba, for example.  Surely David did not do what he did with a clear view of the consequences he would  regret for the rest of his life.  They were unintended for certain, but very real.  Consider this from just the present time modern consequences of sin. Who commits fornication thinking that an undesired pregnancy, a communicable disease, or a continuing emotional disturbance that impacts future marriage and family relationships would result from this one “indiscretion”?


    But, of course, the consequences go much deeper than that.  In the chapter previous to the one in which Paul warned the brethren that they would reap what they had sown, he identified what he calls the “works of the flesh.”  Every one of those sins carries the potential for unintended consequences:  “…adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lewdness, idolatry, sorcery, hatred, contentions, jealousies, outbursts of wrath, selfish ambitions, dissensions, heresies, envy, murders, drunkenness, revelries, and the like; of which I tell you beforehand, just as I also told you in time past, that those who practice such things will not inherit the kingdom of God” (Gal. 5:19-21).


     Does one consider before doing any one of these things that because of it he will never be in God’s presence and will spend eternity without any hope of being a 








 It All Comes Down to This


Everything you were taught can be put into a few words: Respect and obey God! This is what life is all about. God will judge everything we do, even what is done in secret, whether good or bad. (Eccl 12:13, 14) (CEV)


When life has been soberly considered, the conclusion of the whole matter is that we should properly relate ourselves to God. In other words, we should (1) adopt a posture of real reverence toward Him and (2) commit ourselves to carrying out His instructions in every area of life. "Respect and obey God! This is what life is all about." Compared to this priority, nothing else even tips the scale. This is our all, our everything.


Daniel Webster, a statesman who moved in the highest circles of temporal power and consequence, once said, "The most important thought I ever had was that of my individual responsibility to God." This is a statement of pure insight. It penetrates the complicated appearance that many things are important and touches the one and only thing that is really important after all (Luke 10:41, 42). The quality of our lives would increase dramatically if we could accept this insight. before the burden of years finally forces us to recognize our mortality By the time most of us see what Webster saw, we've already misspent
