The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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But how would God perform in the ways that men fail? To find the answers to this question we must turn to the Bible. If it is the word of God we can trust its promises, if it is not, it matters not. 


     Would God forget a promise? In the title verse Peter says that God is not slack as men see it but leans toward patience for lost souls to come to repentance. 


     When God chose Abraham to be the father of His people, He gave a promise that had both physical and spiritual weight. (Gen. 22:17-18)  As for the physical promises, Joshua upon entering the land, said “Not one thing that God promised has failed” and the spiritual blessings, are confirmed by the burial and resurrection of Jesus. (Rom 6:4)


     Could it be that God lied, never intending to keep a promise? The cost was too great, For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth on him should not perish, but have eternal life. (John 3:16) Gods plans were made before the foundations of the world. (Eph1:4)


     Could it be that God did not have the ability to keep His Promises? All that we know about life and living comes from God. The “Word” (Jesus) created all things (Jn. 1:4)


(Col 1: 16), (Isa. 40: 28). Jesus assures us that, “With God all things are possible”. (Matt 19: 26)   


Paul said, “For I say that Christ hath been made a minister of the circumcision for the truth of God that he might confirm the promises (given) unto the fathers, (Rom 15:8)


     It is not some “blind faith” in which we hope but faith in the immutable word of God that abideth forever.

     The Bible makes a bold claim for itself:  it claims to be the word of God.  Paul spoke of the Scriptures as “Inspired of God [literally, ‘God-breathed’]” (2 Timothy 3:15).  Peter said of the Old Testament, “no prophecy was ever made by an act of human will, but men moved by the Holy Spirit spoke from God” (2 Peter 1:21).  God’s Spirit also inspired the gospel, the New Testament (1 Peter 1:21).  God’s Spirit also inspired the gospel, the New Testament (1 Peter 1:10-12).  Jesus promised His apostles, “But when He, the Spirit of truth, comes, He will guide you into all the truth . . . for He shall take of Mine, and shall disclose it to you” (John 16:13-14).


     The Bible claims to be God’s word.  (If that’s true, then to read the Bible is to hear God speak. And if God has spoken, we’d do well to consider the implications.


     If God has spoken, His word can be trusted.   Every test has shown that the Bible is by far the most accurately preserved ancient writing. That’s no accident.  “The grass withers, and the flower falls off, but the word of the Lord abides forever” (1 Peter 1:24-25).   The Scriptures are trustworthy because their Author is trustworthy (1 Corinthians 1:9).


     If God has spoken, His word is right.  Skeptics have charged that the bible is full of mistakes. Worse, many “Christian” scholars think so, 


too.  Consider the “Jesus Seminar,” a 








reflections of first-century social thought. They regard such passages as irrelevant to our modern situation.  


     I see two huge problems with this. First, if some Bible passages are just ancient men’s opinions, how can we trust any of it?  How do we tell which teachings are from men and which are from God?  If we dismiss parts of the Bible as irrelevant, we cast serious doubt on the whole thing.  Second, the Bible writers claimed to be directed by God’s Spirit.  If they were, then their words are God’s words (see 1 Corinthians 14:37).  Do you want to tell God that he’s not relevant?


     “But,” someone insists, “If the church is to survive, we have to modify the Bible’s message to fit a changing culture.”  Since when is God driven by public opinion?  What He says is right, whether people accept it or not.  If we alter the gospel to match our personal likes and dislikes, we’re saying that God is unable to give mankind a message that’s always relevant.


     If the eternal, unchanging God is behind the Bible’s message, then it is relevant in any and every age.  “For the word of God is living and active and sharper than any two-edged sword, and piercing as far as the division of soul and spirit, of both joints and marrow, and able to judge the thoughts and intentions of the heart” (Hebrews 4:12).


     God has spoken.  We need to hear what He has to say.

group of scholars who set out to     determine which parts of the gospels are historical.  So far they’ve concluded that Jesus actually said and did less than 20% of what is recorded about Him; the rest is misreported, exaggerated, or made up.  But if the Bible comes from the all-knowing God, then it isn’t wrong—not even a little bit.  God can’t lie (Titus 1:2), and He doesn’t get His facts wrong.  His word is truth (John 17:17).


     If God has spoken, His word is our authoritative standard.  God’s word was enough to create the heavens (Psalm 33:6-12); it is enough to direct us!  We must follow where it leads us and stop where it limits us.  Modern day thinking tends to reject absolute moral standards.  And in fact, moral absolutes can’t come from imperfect men; they can only come from God.  His message is the perfect standard for determining right and wrong, truth and falsehood, good and evil.  If we abide in His word, we are true disciples of His (John 8:31).  If not, then we don’t have God (2 John 9).


     If God has spoken, His word is relevant.   Even professed Christians will sometimes dismiss certain scriptures as nothing but products of someone’s cultural environment or personal views.  Some pass over the Bible’s teaching against homosexuality (1 Corinthians 6:9) as a personal dislike of Paul’s.  Some write off statements about women’s roles in 


the church (1 Corinthians 14:34-35) and the family (1 Peter 3:1-6 as 








		Promise Keeping


The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some count slackness; but is longsuffering to you-ward, not wishing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance. (2 Peter 3:9)


     In this life, all of us, at sometime have had a promise made that was broken or unfulfilled and for whatever reason the result is a skepticism that leaves us unsure of promise makers and promises. 


     There are many reasons a person might break a promise, i.e. one may, over time just forget that they made a promise (if children are involved they remind us often). Sometimes, men lie about a promise, never intending to keep the promise in the first place (we see a lot of this from politicians). Oftentimes the maker realizes that it was a bad idea and changes their mind about the promise and finally, some just do not have the ability (either physical or financial) to make the promise happen.


     While these shortcomings of man may displease us, what about the promises of God? The apostle Peter stated that, “he hath granted unto us his precious and exceeding great promises” that, we may become partakers of the divine nature, of all other promises from the Father. (2 Peter 1:4)  Peter had said earlier that these things were assured through knowledge of Him. It is important to note that all of God’s promises have their realization and fulfillment in Jesus Christ. 


(Rom 15:8-9) 


     From the beginning of creation to present day, God’s relationship and love for man has been expressed by promises and nowhere do we see this more clearly than His relationship with Israel.
