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    If you excelled in these things you are to be commended but if not it is time to buckle down and address the problem. It is not something to which we can shrug our shoulders and say "Oh Well"! 


    What if you invited one more family into your home than you did last year? How much closer would it make us as a church family? 


    What if you found one additional hour per week to seriously study God's word? Would it help you spiritually?

As a graduate student studying American religious history, I was encouraged to read the works of William Warren Sweet.  He was arguably the foremost scholar of his day in the social and religious history of the United States.  In his volume entitled, The Story of Religion in America, Sweet said, “As early as 1633 in Massachusetts and 1674 in Connecticut, the practice of preaching election sermons arose.  These were delivered before the governor and assembly, (and in meetinghouses in local towns), year by year.  Frequently these sermons were printed at government expense and distributed among the town, and the themes discussed were re-discussed in the pulpits throughout New England.”





Some of these preachers were themselves politicians and abused the “bully pulpit” they occupied to claim advantage over their opponents or those who otherwise disagreed with them on political issues.  But most were sincere.  These Seventeenth and Eighteenth century preachers believed that through preaching and teaching the Holy Word of God, the values of a genuinely Christian and Biblically based social, moral, and spiritual order in America would be preserved for the glory of God and the good of His kingdom.  They truly wanted this to be a “Christian Nation,” “a city set on a hill” for the rest of the world to see and recognize that it was blessed by God.   For that to be true, 


    








may use our free will actions to accomplish His purposes, He ultimately guides the course of human history according to His will.





Second, civil government must accept God’s will as to its role.  Paul says the one who governs is God’s minister for good.  He also says that he is God’s minister as “an avenger to execute wrath on him who practices evil” (Rom. 13:1-7).  Peter says governors are sent by God “for the punishment of evildoers and for the praise of those who do good” (1 Peter 2:14).  Authorities are intended to keep society free from evil and to provide safety for citizens.  They are also to praise and promote what is good.


    


And third, righteousness must be generally upheld in the moral fiber of the nation.  “Righteousness exalts a nation but sin is a reproach to any people” (Prov. 14:34).  From the days of Sodom, men should learn the lesson of how evil immorality destroys a nation from within.  Rome fell because of its internal moral turpitude and depravity.  It is up to those who are committed to righteousness to defend the principles of righteousness in the land.  The way to do that is to live righteously, thus becoming a part of the remnant who cherish spiritual goodness.  Part and parcel of that is letting your voice be heard in the voting booth by choosing leaders who oppose sins such as homosexuality, ungodly “marriages,” and abortion which defile our nation and will bring God’s wrath upon us.

some basic concepts must be understood by all.





First, those for whom we pray (kings and those in authority) must understand that God ultimately rules in the nations of men.   Benjamin Franklin once said, “The longer I live, the more convincing proofs I see of this truth, that God governs in the affairs of man; and if a sparrow cannot fall to the ground without His notice, is it probable that an empire can rise without His aid?”  That is the message of Scripture.  Daniel 2:21 states that God “removes kings and raises up kings.”  Daniel 4:17 says, “This decision is by the decree of the watchers, and the sentence by the word of the holy ones, in order that the living may know that the Most High rules in the kingdom of men, gives it to whomever He will, and sets over it the lowest of men.”





 Have you ever wondered if there is intelligent design not only in the creation of this world but also in the purpose and order behind the larger events of its progress?  Read this:  “For by Him all things were created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or principalities or powers.  All things were created through Him and for Him.  And He is before all things, and in Him all things consist” (Col. 1:16-17).  If we claim to believe in God’s Providence, we are forced to conclude that while the Lord
