The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)

There are some words in our society that carries with them a powerful ability to move people.  Words like "freedom," "family," "duty," etc.  And, strangely enough, one of the words in that list is "discount."  Attach "discount" to almost anything, and folks will come out of the woodwork to take advantage of it.  Just look around.  Discount shoes, pharmacies, groceries, tires; discount carpeting, lumber, and furniture.  Of course, this should come as no big surprise.  We feel like we've achieved a minor stroke of economic brilliance every time we purchase something of value for less than "full price."  In fact, there are a lot of folks who simply will not purchase something if they cannot secure a discount.  We've come to expect it.


Now, all of that is fine in terms of economic activity.  A man should be wise in dealing with his financial means.  Sadly, however, the mindset which always looks for a discount sometimes creeps into other areas of life in which it is detrimental instead of profitable.  Businesses are constantly plagued with people who expect to be paid full wages in return for discount labor.  Educational concerns weigh heavily on our society, and part of the problem involves the expectation of great success and achievement with minimal effort and commitment--quality education with discounted effort.  Families are in disarray, because we want the benefits of a good home, yet people don't want to pay full price to secure it.  We want a 


    








That's what Jesus says in Matthew 16:24. Yet this same "preacher" went on to say, "being baptized means nothing . . .” Now, let me get this straight.  We can make a commitment to Christ and yet ignore certain parts of His will?  Please explain that in view of John 8:31: ". . . If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed?"


If we really make a commitment to Him, aren't we devoting ourselves to total pursuit of His will?  Regardless of His demand, whether it involves baptism (Mark 19:4-9) or dedication to God's authority (Matthew 15:7-9), true faith results in devoted service.  It doesn't expect a reward for discounted effort.


     I guess people have long been this way in regard to serving God.  We don't want to pay the full price.  What if Jesus had been of this mindset when He came to this earth to perform His service to God's will  Surely He would have skipped the cross, and perhaps a good bit of the rejection and difficulty.  What if His commitment had been like ours?  Honestly, folks, had He served God on the discount plan, would we have any hope at all?


     I see "religious" folks every day who live just like they want to, governed by their desires, not God's.  They ignore the Bible, don't love their neighbors, don't fulfill their commitments to their brethren--they are paying very little.  Their hope of heaven gambles upon a salvation that is marked down. As with these other affected areas, so we find this mindset among those who claim a relationship with God.  The word of God appeals to the most basic needs and desires of our nature.  Like Security.  Happiness.  Peace.  Understanding.  God has manifested Himself to us, and God has answered our questions.  Who are we?  Why are we here?  Where are we going?  The blessings of eternal life and heavenly reward have motivated people for ages.  Truly, this offer, which God has extended, is worth possessing.  We want it.  We need it.  But . . . when does it go on sale?  Lord, can't I have this offer at a discount.  You really don't expect us to pay full price, do you?  You see, Lord, we don't work that way.


     The specific applications of this truth are many and varied.  For some folks, we want the discount in the area of involvement.  Make no mistake, we want salvation, but we don't want to have to do much to gain it.  Yes, we will "accept Jesus as our personal Savior," but will we place in him true faith?  Not just mental assent, mind you, but true faith--reliance upon God which produces discipleship and service (Hebrews 11:6; James 2:14; Galatians 5:6; etc.).  Jesus asked in Luke 6:46, "And why call ye me Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say?"  I heard a fellow on television just yesterday make this statement:  "It's not enough just to believe in Jesus.  We have to make a commitment to Him."  He's right. 








Getting the Right Answers


The coming of the lawless one is according to the working of Satan, with all power, signs, and lying wonders, and with all unrighteous deception�among those who perish, because they did not receive the love of the truth, that they might be saved.


2 Thessalonians 2:9, 10


Not only is obedience more important than understanding, it also happens to be the key to understanding. If we approach the discovery of truth with any intent other than to obey the truth once we discover it, it's not likely that we'll find the truth we're looking for. Getting the right answers to our questions depends greatly on our reasons for asking those questions.


In the above text, Paul wrote of those whose minds were confused and deceived by the "lying wonders" of Satan. Our adversary is indeed a crafty deceiver, and those who'll perish in the battle against him will be those who "did not receive the love of the truth, that they might be saved." But notice what Paul said in the two verses that immediately follow: "And for this reason God will send them strong delusion, that they should believe the lie that they all may be condemned who did not believe the truth but had pleasure in unrighteousness" (2 Thessalonians 2:11, 12).
