I remember helping my father build some bookshelves in our house.  At one point, he needed to measure a space so he could cut a board to fit, but he had left his measuring tape out in the workshop.  So instead, he used the measuring tape that my mother used for clothing alterations.  He wrote down the figure, went back out to the shop, and measured and cut the board.  But when he brought it in, he was surprised to find that it didn’t fit.  Then something occurred to him.  Dad went and got his measuring tape and laid it next to Mom’s.  Sure enough, the inches on one were a fraction shorter than on the other.  He laughed, “I guess that’s what you get for trying to measure with two different standards.”





God has revealed to us the standard for our conduct:  His own perfect will.  His words are the stick by which every life will be measured in the last day (John 12:48).  We can rest assured that gauging our every action by Christ’s commandments will bring a good result.  By the same token, we will really foul things up if we pattern our lives after something else.  Our standard is not how we perceive ourselves or how others perceive us.  Our standard is not the dictates of politicians, educators, Sociologists, philosophers, or any other so-called “experts.”  Nor is it what seems or feels right at the moment. Writing about the absolute necessity of repentance, C. S.      The other day I heard someone say, “the longest and most comprehensive prayer anyone could make consisted of only two words, “Thank You”.  If we are truly ardent in our belief that all things and I do mean “all things”, come from God, then this concept is quite rational. If we believe that He gives us life, health, food, raiment, shelter, if He gives us mercy and forgiveness of sins, then our loyalty and thanksgiving are due Him.
