The problem comes when men see truth as they want it to be and not as God has spoken. Although I used this quote by (Augustine) in last week’s bulletin the point is worth using again here. He wrote, “If you believe what you like in the gospels, and reject what you don’t like it is not the gospel you believe, but yourself.” 


     But, just how are we to receive the simple truth of God’s word? First I suggest that we should examine our lives by the word of truth and determine to live by His word. James tells us, But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, lest we delude ourselves (James 1:22) Secondly, we must commit these truths to knowledge that we may teach them to others, that they also may know the truths of God’s word. Remember this, “you cannot speak instructively of something you don’t know”.

Careful speech.  “Let not many of you become teachers, my brethren, knowing that as such we will incur a stricter judgment.  For we all stumble in many ways.       Impartial speech.  “My brethren, do not hold your faith in our glorious Lord Jesus Christ with an attitude of personal favoritism.  For if a man comes into your assembly with a gold ring and dressed in fine clothes, and there also comes in a poor man in dirty clothes, and you pay special attention to the one who is wearing the fine clothes, and say, ‘You sit here in a good place,’ and you say to the poor man, ‘You stand over there, or sit down by my footstool,’ have you not made distinctions among yourselves, and become judges with evil motives? (James 2:1-4).


      Humble speech.  “Do not speak against one another, brethren.  He, who speaks against another or judges his brother, speaks against the law and judges the law; but if you judge the law, you are not a doer of the law but a judge of it.  There is only one Lawgiver and Judge, the One who is able to save and to destroy; but who are you who judge your neighbor?”  (James 3:11-12).
