And I say to you, whoever divorces his wife, except for sexual immorality, and marries another, commits adultery; and whoever marries her who is divorced commits adultery." (Matt 19:9) (NKJV) Can the words of Jesus be any clearer?


     Homosexuality: In our society and under the law of the land a homosexual lifestyle is completely normal. Over the past few years many laws have been written that not only encourage the homosexual life style but protect it. Some even consider it a birth defect. They have been allowed to make a mockery of the divine institution of marriage in their pursuit of freedom, all legal under the law. Do you think a Christian can indulge in such things?

    Even the most casual Bible student knows the story of David and Goliath (1 Samuel 17).  But for now, consider that Goliath wasn’t the only giant David fought that day.  He had to contend with another one that was just as big, just as intimidating, and just as dangerous.  And this one wasn’t from Philistia.  I’m talking about the poor example and attitude of David’s own countrymen.


    Picture the scene.  Young David has been sent by his father to carry supplies to his older brothers in Saul’s army.  He arrives at the camp to find that nothing is happening.  The only activity is the blasphemous ranting of a lone Philistine issuing his daily challenge.  The Israelites run scared at the very sight of the giant, and so his proposal goes unanswered.  David wonders aloud who Goliath thinks he is to challenge God.  He tries to spur his countrymen to action, but they respond only with snide remarks.  When he tries to take initiative in doing the right thing, he gets little support, even from his king.  What’s wrong with these people?  Don’t they know God is with them?


    We may not appreciate what a huge obstacle David’s own people set before him.  Before he could deal with Goliath, he first had to get past their lazy, cowardly, faithless example—a pathetic display that easily could have persuaded a young man to give up and go along with the crowd in fear and indifference.


    Can you relate?  Sometimes what hinders us most in serving God is our 








Their level of devotion to the Lord rises and falls with their estimate of His disciples.  And when someone disappoints them badly enough, they fall away.  Remember, it is Jesus, not the fellow in the next pew, who lived a perfect life and died for your sins (cf. 1 Corinthians 1:13).  If your faith is wholly dependent on what you observe in others, it will never amount to anything.   When those professing Christ fail morally and spiritually (and they sometimes will), it is not God’s fault.  So don’t take it out on Him by giving up.  You’ll only hurt yourself—eternally.


    None of this is meant to excuse anyone of being a stumbling block to others (cf. Luke 17:1-2).  Christian, you need to work to be a help, not a hindrance.  Would people compare your example with that of David—or that of his countrymen?  Nurture a living faith that directs your walk.  Take initiative in doing right.  Pursue God’s admonition to “be an example to the believers” (1 Timothy 4:12) and “to be a pattern of good works” (Titus 2:7-8).  Live so that no one can point to you as an excuse for their own faithlessness.  The first step in helping someone else get to heaven is to make certain you’re headed there yourself.  Don’t forget that others are watching what you do.

disappointment at other people who are supposed to be serving Him, too.  Many feel discouraged less by the influence of the world than by the shortcomings of God’s own people.  When I talk to disciples who have become unfaithful, they often mention the strife, hypocrisy, ungodliness, or apathy they’ve seen among Christians as a reason they abandoned their faith.  When I talk to people who haven’t obeyed the gospel, they often point to the same things as their excuse.  “If that’s how Christians act,” I hear people say, “then I don’t want to be one.”


    If that’s how you’re feeling, think about David and consider a couple of things.


    First, “each one of us will give an account of himself to God” (Romans 14:12).  David understood his personal accountability to the Lord.  He was going to do his duty; whether or not everyone else was doing theirs didn’t matter.  My friend, when you stand before Christ in judgment, the focus will be on your life and your responsibility, not someone else’s.  God will not accept the shortcomings of others as an excuse for your own failure.


    Second, make sure that your faith centers on God, not on God’s people.  David’s trust was in God; that was what gave him the courage to face Goliath.  Things would have gone quite differently if David’s faith had been based on what he saw in his countrymen.  Regrettably, I’ve met Christians who seem to build their faith on other Christians, not on Christ.  








Being Legal doesn’t make it Right


What shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid. Howbeit, I had not known sin, except through the law: for I had not known coveting, except the law had said, Thou shalt not covet: (Rom 7:7)


     A few years back I inadvertently walked onto a discussion between two young men and was asked to offer an opinion. The subject under debate was whether or not it would be OK to use recreational marijuana


(whatever that is), should it become legal. The one raising the question felt quite comfortable in his position that it would be, while the other argued 


vehemently to the contrary. 


     After assessing the situation, my advice to the one promoting the question was to take the same question with the same attitude to his father and see what he would say. (I knew the father and what he would say). 


I don’t know the results but I never heard the matter discussed again. 


      I struggle, however, with the motivation of someone who initiates a question like this. Are they really seeking to participate in the wrong or just playing “Devil’s advocate”? Either way it is trying God and that will send you to hell. Why do Christians stick their finger in the flame knowing that it is hot? (Jas. 4: 7 -10) Consider some similar issues where God has given specific instruction.
