"Those who are well have no need of a physician, but those who are sick” (Matt 9:12) NKJV


    Without a doubt one of the greatest physical blessings we have in this country is medical health care and our access to it. Despite the ridiculous intervention of government and the changes in how it is administered (to gain political points), the American health care system functions successfully. 


     Thousands of men and women dedicate their lives to research and study all kinds of diseases and illnesses to bring about a cure for the things that befall us. At the same time thousands more put into practice the things passed on to them to give us relief from our illnesses and a better quality of life. Skilled surgeons and specialists in every field can put Humpy Dumpty back together again. 


     In spite of all of this skill and care, the body has a way of showing it’s hurt by slowing down or stopping altogether activities that were so normal. To accelerate the physician’s work we have physical rehabilitation by which lost motor skills can be relearned over time.     In the early days of His ministry Jesus declared Himself a physician who had come to save the lost (Mark 2:17). By the miracles of healing the physical sick He showed His authority to forgive sin (Mark 2: 10) although that was not His purpose. He said: And if any man hear my sayings, and keep them not, I judge him not: for I came not to judge the world, but to save the world. 


(John 12:47). 


     By the sacrifice of his own life the Great Physician brought salvation to all who are lost in sin. When we consider God’s plan of salvation we see that in the blood of Jesus all can be healed of their sins, but can we stay that way? The answer is “Spiritual Rehabilitation” and we all need it.


     Sadly, many do not avail themselves of the fellowship of those of “like precious faith” and miss the healing that it affords.


     When Jesus said: I will build my church; and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it (Matt 16:18), it included a support system that sends Satan fleeing, --- that is spiritual rehab, but you can not find it’s benefits at home.  


 I have heard some express a desire to get back to taking part in the worship service and that is good rehab but you can’t do that at home. 


It requires a desire and an effort to fellowship with the Saints.     


Consider the words of the Hebrew writer: and let us consider one another to provoke unto love and good works; not forsaking our own assembling together, as the custom of some is, but exhorting (one another); and so much the more, as ye see the day drawing nigh. (Heb 10:24-25)

	Immediately preceding Paul's terrible description of the heathen world in Romans 1 are these significant words: "I am a debtor both to Greeks and to barbarians, both to wise and to unwise.  So, as much as is in me, I am ready to preach the gospel to you who are in Rome also.


There is no value in merely wringing our hands over the decline of our society.  Someone has said,  "Early Christians did not go about saying, "Look what the world is coming to" but rather, "Look what has come to the world!" The gospel is still God's power to save.

Christians in a Pagan World

Regardless of what we know intellectually, most of us tend to think of ours as a "Christian nation."  We have grown up in a society where, at least verbally, God has been honored and morality respected.  This is no longer true.  Our world is increasingly like that into which Christianity was born, a pagan world accurately described in Romans 1.  How then should we live?











This does not mean, of course, that we must separate ourselves physically from the sinners in the world (1 Corinthians 5:10), but it does mean that we must "not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of our minds (Romans 12:2).  "Our citizenship is in heaven" (Philippians 3:20); we are foreigners in this world.  Like foreigners in any country our speech, our habits, our loyalties, our values, our priorities, even our appearance will often be different.  "Beloved, I beg you as sojourners and pilgrims, abstain from fleshly lusts which war against the soul" (1 Peter 2:11).  "And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather expose them” (Ephesians 5:11).


Misunderstood and Persecuted   


     "We have spent enough of our past lifetime in doing the will of the Gentiles -- when we walked in licentiousness, lusts, drunkenness, revelries, drinking parties, and abominable idolatries.  In regard to these, they think it strange that you do not run with them in the same flood of dissipation, speaking evil of you" (1 Peter 4:3-4).  Christians do not seek persecution, but it is inevitable that "all who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will





Without Curiosity


   When Israel was entering a land of idolaters, Moses warned, "Do not inquire after their gods, saying, 'How did these nations serve their gods?'"  (Deuteronomy 12:30).  Sometimes those who speak most forcefully against sin seem to have an unhealthy curiosity about it and a delight in learning and discussing the shocking facts regarding it.  The Holy Spirit said through Paul, "It is shameful even to speak of those things which are done by them in secret: (Ephesians 5:12).
