Samson had incredible physical strength.  He killed 30 Philistines at Ashkelon with his bare hands and took their clothes (Judges 14:19).  He killed a thousand men at Lehi with the jawbone of a donkey (15:14, 15).  Then just for the fun of it he ripped the gates of Gaza off their hinges and carried them up a mountain (16:3).  Quite an intimidating figure!  Who would mess with a fella like this?





However, what Samson had in physical strength, he severely lacked in spiritual endurance.  Samson had a weakness—he loved women too much!  He married a woman from Timnah, went in to a harlot from Gaza, and then met his demise when he fell in love with a woman from the valley of Sorek.  Her name was Delilah, which means “to make weak.”  Delilah literally made Samson weak in the knees.  The Philistine leader bribed her to entice Samson to reveal the source of his great strength, so they might overpower him.  Samson, to cover his secret, deceived Delilah three times and foiled the Philistines’ ambush.





“And it came about when she pressed him daily with her words and urged him, that his soul was annoyed to death.”  Note, she pestered him to death—literally!  He gave in and revealed his secret, allowing the Philistines to capture him; gouge his 








Remember Samson, “His soul was annoyed to death…”  Some people believe they are so strong that they can place themselves in the same tempting situation over and over again and not be tempted to sin.  Satan loves that!  Listen, “Resist the devil and he will flee from you” (James 4:7).  Walk away from tempting situations and Satan will never have a chance to destroy you.





Ironically, Samson tore apart a young roaring lion (Judges 14:5, 6), only later to be taken apart by his spiritual adversary, who is like a roaring lion (1 Peter 5:8, 9).  Peter tells us, “Be sober, be vigilant” (1 Peter 5:8).

Counterfeits


    Steve Calvert once described watching a bank teller count rapidly through a stack of a hundred $20 bills.  “I was fascinated… When she got to about 75, she tossed one of the bills to the side and, without missing a beat, finished the counting.  The bill tossed aside was counterfeit.  When asked if she’d been trained to detect counterfeit money, she simply replied, ‘Oh, no; when you’ve been at this as much as I have, you can spot them a mile away.’”

eyes out, and make him their slave (Judges 16:17-22).  Samson got the last word by bringing down a house upon 3,000 Philistines, but he died in the process.  While Samson’s life story ends in tragedy, there is much that we may learn from it.


Learn from Samson’s Example





First, Satan is not intimidated by physical strength, looks, or popularity.  Satan wages a spiritual, not physical, warfare (Ephesians 6:12).  Physical attributes do nothing for you in the battle against evil.  Samson evidently felt there was no danger because of his great physical strength, but Samson was morally weak and eventually Satan got to him.  We must seek to grow in the spiritual strength of Christ if we expect to win the battle that is most important (2 Peter 3:18).





Second, Satan attacks your weakest fronts, not your strongest. Satan didn’t bother to attack Samson in the areas where he was morally strongest.  He attacked his weakness—his love for women.  Drugs, alcohol, premarital sex, etc., may not tempt you.  Therefore Satan will attack from other sides and tempt you to lie, cheat, gossip.  He may get you to become so busy that you don’t have time to pray, study, or associate with Christians.  Be alert and strengthen those areas in which you may be weak.


Finally, Satan is persistent in his

You Were Made For Greatness

We were made for greatness. More than that, God has made us for glory:


- "Through him we have obtained access by faith into this grace in which we stand, and we rejoice in hope of the glory of God." (Romans 5:2)


- "The Spirit himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God, and if children, then heirs--heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, provided we suffer with him in order that we may also be glorified with him" (Romans 8:17)

We might think that when Jesus said we must "deny ourselves" that we must lose all ambition and drive and desire to achieve, but that is not correct. Our problem is not that we desire too much, it is that we desire too little.
