The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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"Christmas parties" and other festivities do not take priority over serving God as we travel to attend family gatherings. Often, giving on the first day of the week suffers because too much is spent on gifts and merriment. We can allow December- demands to out weigh our responsibility to the Lord if we are not careful. The church must always be put "first" (Matt. 6:33), even at Christmas time. A lot of sinful practices are associated with Christmas. Many parties held during the "Christmas season" involve sinful conduct. Immorality is wrong at any time of the year and "Christmas is no excuse for engaging in such things (Gal. 5:19-20; Titus. 2:12). 


     Since "Christmas" is a holiday, Christians can observe holidays as custom dictates so long as they do not contradict the Bible. One can send greetings, give gifts and the like without doing so to religiously honor December 25th as the birthday of Christ. Observing "Christmas" as a holiday is no more wrong than observing any other civil holiday, as long as we do not attach religious significance to it. A thing can be right in and of it self, but can become wrong when it takes on a spiritual use. The attitudes expressed at the "Christmas season" (giving, greeting one another and being together) are not at all bad".  (From, Back to Basics, magazine by John Isaac Edwards)

Acts 8:26-39 records the conversion of the Ethiopian treasurer.  Verse 38 makes some things stand out:  “And he commanded the chariot to stand still…”  Has it occurred to you that if some things men today say are true, it would have been entirely unnecessary to stop the chariot?  Explore this with me.





Why stop the chariot…





If just being a good, honest person is all that it takes?  The man must have been a good, honest man to have the job that he did—“under Candace queen of the Ethiopians, who had the charge of all her treasure…” (v. 27).  No need to stop the chariot if just being a person of integrity is all that it takes to please God and go to Heaven.





If just being religious is enough?  The Ethiopian was a religious man.  He “…had come to Jerusalem for to worship” (v. 27), a distance of nearly 1,000 miles one way!  Most people would think a fellow like that would already be saved.  Why stop the chariot?





If just reading the Scriptures is all that is required?  The man was a Scripture-reading man.  He was reading Isaiah 53 out loud (vv. 28-34).  Some think they read the Bible and no more is really necessary.  If that be true, why stop the chariot?





If just hearing preaching saves?  














Let me suggest to you that, due to the shortness and uncertainty of life (Proverbs 27:1; Luke 12:16-20; James 4:13-15), the value of your soul (Matthew 16:26), the fact that judgment is coming (Acts 24:25), and you must obey the Lord to be saved (Matthew 7:21; Hebrews 5:9), that you need to stop the chariot.  Did you observe who stopped the chariot?  It wasn’t the preacher.  It was the man who needed to obey the Lord.  You are the one who must stop the chariot.  There is an urgency about obeying the gospel, as this record shows.  Now is the time to stop the chariot “…behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation” (2 Corinthians 6:2).

Why Stop the Chariot?

True, “…it pleased God by the foolishness of preaching to save… (1 Corinthians 1:21).  The Ethiopian heard preaching as “Philip…preached unto him Jesus” (v. 35).  Some hear a lot of preaching, but do no more.  Not this man!


If justified by faith only?  The Ethiopian had faith.  He confessed, “I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God” (v. 37).  If justified by faith only, why not keep the chariot wheels rolling down the Gaza road?





If baptism is not necessary for salvation?  Most have been made to believe baptism is not essential to salvation.  Please tell us why, then, did the man of Ethiopia command the chariot to stand still and be baptized, if that be true?





If saved by praying “the sinner’s prayer”?  Many have been made to think that to be saved they just need to pray a prayer like this:   “Lord, I confess to You my sins.  I accept you into my heart as my personal Lord and Savior.”  Why stop the chariot, if saved this way?





If sprinkling or pouring are sufficient?  If sprinkling or pouring of a little water upon the person will substitute for immersion of the whole person in water, why do we read, “…he commanded the chariot to stand still: and they went down both into the water, both Philip and the eunuch, and he baptized him.  And when they were come up out of the water…” (vv. 38-39)?











What about Christmas?


(Gal. 4: 9-11)


     Throughout the history of Israel, its religious relationship to God was filled with the observance of days and seasons. Much attention was given to the commands governing the observance of these Holy days and God expected them to be observed as He commanded. Under the new covenant, however, there are no commands to observe any day, save the first day of the week. On this day we come together to remember the Lord's death as the early Christians did. (Acts 20: 7) and to worship in song and study and giving of our means. Any other observance of "days" is forbidden by the silence of scripture.


     At this time of year the question often arises, by concerned Christians, “how do we handle the Christmas holidays"? I believe the answer lies within the question, i.e. just as a holiday but not as a Holy day. The modern day observance of "Christ-Mass" originated in Catholicism with some pagan trappings attached and is certainly not found in the scriptures. The question remains, nonetheless, can Christians observe this season without violating God’s commands and without suggesting some religious connotation to which they do not hold? The following article, by John Isaac Edwards, addresses the question pretty well and these excerpts are submitted for your consideration.


      "We know for certainty that the Lord's people cannot celebrate "Christmas" as the birthday of Jesus, since we do not know when He was born. “Christmas" is a national holiday and some things are not wrong within themselves. At the same time we must see to it that
