We Must Know God to Love and Worship Him


But then, indeed, when you did not know God, you served those which by nature are not gods. (Gal. 4:8)


In our seeking of God, the thing that we seek is not an abstract knowledge of Him, but a practical knowledge that leads to right living. The knowledge of God does much more than satisfy our intellectual curiosity. It is the key to active obedience. Without a true knowledge of God, neither our thoughts nor our deeds can be what they ought to be.


The lives we lead grow out of the thoughts we think. And since our thinking about God is the most basic thinking we do, it's also the most basic determinant of our behavior. Our character and our conduct are determined by the way we think about God.


No personal relationship can be what it ought to be if it is not based upon truth. It is important, for example, that a husband and wife view each other truly. To whatever extent either holds a misconception of the other, the relationship will be hindered. Surely no less is true of our relationship with God. David said, "The Lord is near to all who call upon Him, to all who call upon Him in truth" (Psalm 145:18). We simply

Follow peace with all men, and holiness, without which no man shall see the Lord: (Heb 12:14)





At Harvard University, you can take a course in happiness. This popular class helps students discover, as the professor states, “How to get happy.”


     That’s not a bad idea. In fact, the Bible even suggests on several occasions the importance of being happy or joyful. Solomon tells us that God grants happiness to us as a privilege. (Eccl 3:12;7: 14; 11:9)


     Sometimes, though, we take the search for earthly happiness too far.


We see it as the most important pursuit and even believe that our happiness is God’s highest goal for us. That’s when our thinking gets confused.


     God’s Word tells us that true happiness comes from keeping God’s law. (Ps. 1:1-2; Prov. 16:20; 29:28) God demands holiness and has calls us to live a holy life one that exemplifies His moral character. 


(I Thess. 4:7; II Pet. 3:11) In Peter’s first letter we read, “But as he which hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in all manner of conversation; Because it is written, Be ye holy; for I am holy.” (1 Peter 1:15-16) 


     When we face decisions about the way we should act or how we should live, we must keep in mind that God’s command is not “Be happy” but “Be holy.” True joy will come from a holy God-honoring life.

Forgetting God





An insightful scholar by the name of A.J. Heschel recounts a story from his days as a student in Berlin. Although he was a devout man, he became so preoccupied by the arts in that glittering culture that one day he failed to pray at sunset as his custom had been without fail. He admits, “The sun had gone down, evening had arrived…I had forgotten God”.


     Heschel’s omission may seem minor to us, but his zeal shows that he understood the importance of cultivating the spiritual life.


     Jesus told a story of a sower, a seed and four kinds of soil (Matt. 13:1-9). The soil among the thorns represented those who permit the Word of God in their lives to be choked by the cares and pleasures of the alluring world. (vv.7, 22)


     That’s a dangerous possibility for anyone who thoughtlessly responds to God’s Word. The world may induce a forgetfulness of spiritual reality and responsibility. 


     Do we allow the attractions of this world to keep us from reading and meditating on God’s Word? Prayerfully, let us strive to be like the one who “hears the Word, and understands it, who indeed bears fruit and produces (v.23). When the sun sets tonight, let it not be said that we have forgotten God.

     Scientists once believed that the vertebrate with the shortest lifespan was the turquoise killifish. The small fish lives in seasonal rain pools in equatorial Africa and must complete its life cycle in 12 weeks before the pools disappear. 


    But researchers from James Cook University in Australia have now 


found that the pygmy goby has an 


even shorter lifespan. It lives fast and dies young. This tiny fish lives in 


coral reefs for an average of 56 days. Its rapid reproductive cycle is 


designed to help it avoid extinction. 


     What’s the point of life that goes so fast and ends so quickly? It’s a question asked by one of the wisest men who ever lived. In his later years Solomon, the third king of Israel, wandered from God. He became spiritually disoriented and lost his sense of direction and purpose. He looked at all of his accomplishments and found them worthless. Until he remembered his God (Ecc. 12:13-14) he forgot that we live not merely for ourselves but for the honor of the One who made us to worship and enjoy Him forever.
