John said," we have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous": (1 John 2:1)

An increasing number of people express similar sentiments.  They insist that they love Jesus and want to serve Him.  Their problem is with "organized religion."  If they mean by organized religion all of the organizations that have claimed to represent Jesus through the centuries, they have reason to distance themselves from it.  If they mean that they wish to avoid membership in a denomination with its earthly headquarters, hierarchy, legislative body and subsidiary organizations, they are perfectly right in doing so.  Jesus never authorized denominations.


     Sadly, however, in an effort to avoid unscriptural organizations, many are avoiding one, which the Lord through His apostles did approve--the local church.


     Immediately after the first individuals were saved by obedience to the gospel (Acts 2:41), they associated themselves together.  Continuing in the apostles' teaching, they had fellowship together in worship and in work (Acts 2:42).  Such fellowship required organization.  By Acts 4:35, there was a treasury, by Acts 6:1-7 there were men who were serving on behalf of the collective church (deacons?), and by Acts 15:2 the elders in Jerusalem are specifically mentioned.  No wonder, when Saul of Tarsus came to Jerusalem, he tried to join the disciples" (Acts 9:26). At first, they rejected him but with the recommendation of Barnabas they allowed him to be "with them in Jerusalem, coming in and going 


out" (Acts 9:28). It is unthinkable that

Without realizing it, good Christians may be guilty of a degree of smugness and self-righteousness which leads them to feel that they are spiritually superior to those who make up a local church with all of its problems and the immaturity that some demonstrate.  When we become exasperated with our brethren, we need to read again Philippians 2:1-5.


     If, indeed, we are spiritually superior, we need to remain to help those who are weak (Romans 15:1-3; Galatians 6:1-2).  That's the very purpose of the local assembly.  It is like a family in which those who are mature provide protection, nourishment, discipline, instruction and examples to those who are immature.  Or like a hospital.  Imagine a hospital where healthy doctors and nurses walk out because they are tired of dealing with sick people.  There were some very sick people in the church in Thyatira (Revelation 2:18-29), but the Lord did not instruct those who were pure to leave the congregation.


     There are times of course, when we should leave a congregation.  Perhaps we need to begin worshipping in a community where no church exists.  Or the congregation may engage in unscriptural practices that violate our consciences.  But when we begin meeting together, however few in number, we are forming a new church in the local sense, and our goal should be as soon as possible to have elders appointed.  If this is the kind of "organized religion" that we are trying to escape, we need to recognize that it is divine in origin rather than human.  We cannot follow Jesus while rejecting His arrangement for our own edification and for our fellowship in the edification of others.








					





Jesus or "Organized Religion"

Recently, a young man described to me his present religious position.  "I am reading my Bible more than I ever have, I am praying often, and I am putting aside a significant portion of my income for charitable causes.  But I have decided that I am finished with organized religion."








today without trying "to join the disciples." When Paul had converted men and women, he was not content to have them unorganized, but returned and "appointed elders in every church" (Acts 14:23).  Would disciples in those cities have been justified in refusing such "organized religion"?


     Paul preached in Ephesus for three years during which "the word of the Lord grew mightily and prevailed" (Acts 19:20).  In the next chapter, we read of his meeting with the elders from Ephesus (Acts 20:17).  He charged them: "Take heed to yourselves and all the flock, among which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers to shepherd the church of God which He purchased with His own blood" (Acts 20:28).  Can you imagine Paul's approving of a little group of sheep who decided to get together somewhere in a cave apart from the shepherds rather than being associated with such "organized religion"?


     Ephesians 4:11 refers to "pastors and teachers"--the same men to whom Paul was speaking in Acts 20:28.  Along with apostles, prophets and evangelists, their purpose was "the equipping of the saints for the work of ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ till we all come to the unity of the faith and the knowledge of the Son of God, to a perfect man, to the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ; that we no longer be children, tossed to and fro and carried about with 


every wind of doctrine. . . . but speaking the truth in love, may grow up in all things to Him who is the head--Christ: (Eph. 4:12-15). Do not all Christians need such


equipping and edifying?











Praying 


In nothing be anxious; but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God. (Phil 4:6)





     Triggered by the news of a man falling under a 


bus and being crushed, I heard another man relate his similar experience. Walking on the street in Vail Co., he slipped on some ice and fell under a moving bus. In his case the driver saw the event unfold and was able to stop the vehicle only inches from his head. He continued the story by saying that when he picked himself up his first comment was, "where is the nearest church, I need to give thanks".  


     This statement struck me with interest because I think it reflects the way most people view prayer, i.e.,


a very formal thing, in a religious setting with a little ante to help things along. For much of my own life I think I also looked at prayer in a way that was too formal. Not only in public worship but also in my personal prayers I felt the need to structure them in a formal way to be appropriate to God. That is, in the right way, at the right time, in the right posture. Although my feelings have changed over time I do not want to diminish in any way the reverence we must have before God in prayer. 


      When we consider all the teachings of Jesus on prayer, we must realize that prayer is perhaps the most intimate relationship we have with God. (Matt 6:6) Not some mere energizing of the religious soul but the request of a child to a father. Jesus often went off alone to pray to the Father. (Mk 6:46) When the disciples ask Jesus to teach them to pray, He began 


by acknowledging God as Father and that His name
