The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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someone who wears a backward collar or even someone like Steven who ministers to us regularly from God’s word. The first case has no bearing on the idea but Steven is surely a minister by the Spirit of the word.  Did you ever stop to think that everyone who serves God by serving others is a minister of God? 


     The epitome of the ministry of our Lord is that he came to serve even to death. Have this mind in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: who, existing in the form of God, counted not the being on an equality with God a thing to be grasped,  but emptied himself, taking the form of a servant, being made in the likeness of men;  and being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, becoming obedient (even) unto death, yea, the death of the cross. (Phil 2:5-8). 


     If we are to have the mind of Christ in us in this way, it will require some intent on the part of each one and we will have to make concession. The issue of the slothful servant of (Matt 25) who had one talent was not that he did not lose it but that he did not use it. Perhaps the number one enemy of service today is “busyness” or spelled another way “business” and if we are going to serve God effectively we are going to have to make concessions. Jesus was always interrupted to serve. On the way to raise Jairus’s daughter He was interrupted by a woman who believed that she only need touch Him to be healed. When Jesus had stopped the whole procession, she came with fear and trembling and He took the time to reassure her that all was well and that her faith had made her whole. (Mk 5:34) 


     Are we willing to serve each other as Jesus did? I hope so.

    Sometimes we get so used to doing a thing that we give little thought to why we do it.  I was reminded of this when someone asked me where the Bible talks about blessing our food before we eat.





Several passages in the gospels speak of “blessing” food before eating.  The word is eulogeo, which means “to invoke blessings, to consecrate a thing with solemn prayers, to ask God’s blessing on a thing.”  Jesus did this before the miraculous feeding of the 5,000 (Matthew 14:19; Mark 6:41), and before a similar feeding of 4,000 (Mark 8:7).  He also “blessed” the bread when He instituted the Lord’s Supper (Matthew 26:26; Mark 14:22).  And after His resurrection, when Jesus ate with a pair of disciples at the town of Emmaus, He “blessed” the bread (Luke 24:30).





Other passages speak of “giving thanks” before eating.  This is the word eucharisteo, to feel thankful or give thanks.  This term is used in some of the same settings as the word “bless,” namely, at the feeding of the 5,000 (John 6:11), the feeding of the 4,000 (Matthew 15:35; Mark 8:6), and the last supper (Matthew 26:27; Mark 14:23; Luke 22:17, 19).  It should be obvious, then, that these two expressions describe the same thing:  a prayer thanking God for the food and asking His blessings on it.  (Look also at Acts 27:35; Romans 14:6; 1 Corinthians 10:16, 30).

    A recent news profile of Olympic athlete David Wise describes him as living “an alternative lifestyle.”  Why?  Because the 23-year-old is married, has a two-year-old daughter, and regularly goes to church.
