The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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     When faced with choices between good, better, and best, sincere seekers make these choices by deferring to God. "Lean not on your own understanding" (Proverbs 3:5), the wise man said.


     So the purpose of our praying should be to put ourselves in the Lord's hands and trust His judgment. Yet He has taught us to ask Him for what we think we need.      He learned, by heeding the word of the Lord.  He prayed three times for the removal of some “thorn,” but the Lord said, “My grace is sufficient for thee, for my strength is made perfect in weakness” (2 Corinthians 12:7-10).  Our circumstances need not be just what we desire in order for God’s purposes to be properly served.  We must learn that, as did Paul.


     In most cases the causes of frustration are home-made.  (I had no business mixing concrete and rolling big rocks.)  We may procrastinate, make too little preparation for our job; or, being self-centered, expect 





2. Shepherd the flock. Formal leadership is to come from the elders, but informal leadership comes from all of us. The shepherds depend on those of us who act as "sheep dogs" looking out for those who are struggling, hurting, falling away, etc.


3. Teach the Word. You may not be asked to preach or to teach a class at church, but most teaching happens outside what we do during our assemblies. Invite your friends to study with you. Ask your non-Christian friends if they'll read the Bible with you.


What can you, as a young Christian, do for the Lord? The answer is anything God has placed before you to do! He's likely put more there before you than you might think. Don't underestimate what God can do with you.


I get tired of hearing people talk about you as being "the church of tomorrow." If you are a child of God, you're not the church of tomorrow. You're the church of today!
