Slow Justice

Because the sentence against an evil work is not executed speedily, therefore the heart of the sons of men is fully set in them to do evil” (Ecclesiastes 8:11, NKJV).  Solomon’s statement brings to mind several applications.


    In society.  Criminal punishment is far less effective if not carried out in a timely fashion.  Just last week the news reported on the execution of a convicted murderer who had been on death row for almost forty years.  If punishment is seen as little more than a hollow threat, it is no surprise when people are unafraid to break the law.


    In the family.  Parents often put off disciplining their children (e.g., “You’re goanna get it when we get home…”).  While that may sometimes be necessary (especially if mom or dad needs to “cool down), it can also cause problems.  A toddler will forget in a matter of minutes what he did wrong; delayed punishment is useless in his case.  And sometimes it’s the parent who forgets (which is what older kids hope for), in which case the child gets away with his misdeed and is emboldened to repeat it.  “Swift justice” works best in the home.


In God’s dealings with man.  This is Solomon’s point.  People often see no immediate consequences of sin, so they adopt it as a way of life.  They reason, “The LORD does not see” (Psalm 94:7).  But God warns us that sooner or later judgment will come (Ecclesiastes 12:14).





Refusing a Ride





    Monroe Davenport is partial to Chevrolets.  He says that if he had a wreck and all that was left of his truck was the steering wheel, he would save that and walk home before he would accept a ride in a Ford.


    Not many folks are as loyal to their wives or husbands as that.  Or as loyal to their jobs, or even to the Lord.


    The scriptures teach loyalty.  “…be thou faithful unto death, and I will give thee a crown of life” (Revelation 2:10).


      That passage does not mean simply to be faithful till you die.  It means be faithful (loyal) even if they kill you.


      Christians were being killed because they were Christians.  And here it is urged by Jesus Christ that they do not try to save their lives if one must desert Him to stay alive.  It is easy to say, “be faithful” when the sword is not at our throats.


       But it is a bit more difficult when it is our wreck truck and we have twenty miles to walk, and then a Ford comes by and offers a ride.  Be careful—the devil will probably make you an offer today.

 (“patiently wait”), uses the metaphor of an anchor, firmly grounded in the promises of God, to assure that there is hope for the soul. 


    Hope is used throughout the book of Hebrew as a better hope and it is based on God’s promise to Abraham and the fact that God can not lie. God’s promises will not fail; “For when God made promise to Abraham, since he could swear by none greater, he swore by himself,” (Heb. 6:13). These promises are immutable because God swore an oath by himself and God can not lie (Titus 1: 2). It is not (as some say) contrary to the nature of God not to lie, so He doesn’t but that it is impossible for God to lie (Titus 1:2).


      I believe that we can affirm that God can do anything consistent to his nature and nothing that is contrary to it. God cannot lie! 


    Although, written to “Hebrew Christians”) we should not miss the point of our need to rest our hope in the promises of God. 


    What about your anchor? Is it secure in God’s promises, or floundering in the storm of life? 


To hope in anything else is to have no hope at all. Make sure your anchorage is secure and fastened to the boat. It’s the only thing that will save you.
