And the children of Israel saw the face of Moses that the skin of Moses' face shone: and Moses put the veil upon his face again, until he went in to speak with him.	(Ex 34:35) 





    Have you been caught up in the “eclipse mania” yet? Many thousands of people from around the world have descended upon the north Georgia mountains to witness the phenomenon of the moon’s orbit passing between the earth and sun in such a way that the light from the sun is interrupted. A total “solar eclipse”


   Touted as “99 years in the making” (although, we had a near 100% eclipse in the last century) it will last about 2.5 minutes and is safe to look at only with PROPER eye protection (beware of counterfeit) but it will be worth the effort. 


     It is hard to imagine anything brighter than the full sun bearing down upon the earth and yet our title verse tells us that when Moses came from the presence of God, at Mt. Sinai, his face shined brightly. Although Moses had not seen the face of God His very presence caused Moses' face to shine so brightly, that the people were afraid and could not look upon him. Moses, therefore, put a veil over his face to stand before the people.


    In (II Cor. 3) Paul uses this imagery to contrast those, who at the word of God, place a veil over their hearts and hearing and those who

So which describes the intensity of our faith?  Those who have been Christians a long-time risk taking for granted the purpose for which God has saved them.


     How do we minimize this tendency?  One main suggestion: we must spend some portion of each day focusing on things that truly matter.  It is easy to be distracted by the sheer volume of daily distractions: care for the body (eating, bathing, sleeping, hair/make-up, etc.), financial duties (purchases, bills, taxes/investments, etc.), household chores (cleaning, repairs, yard work, etc.), job responsibilities (travel, work overtime, etc.).  And then there’s social events, school issues, car care, pet problems … ok, you get the picture.  This describes the lives most of us are living.


     These things can drain spiritual zeal and consume our attention.  A daily time for payer/meditation on “bigger picture” issues can help keep us grounded in our true purpose.                 Jim Jonas

Parmenas


      Parmenas—do you remember him?  If it’s been a while since you read the book of Acts, chances are you might not.  He is one of the host of Bible characters whose name is mentioned only once.


     All we know about Parmenas is recorded in Acts 6.  A complaint arose in the Jerusalem church because some of its widows were being neglected in the daily serving.  The apostles instructed the congregation to select seven men whom they could put in charge of that task.  Parmenas was one of those seven.


     Actually, all we know about Parmenas is recorded in one verse.  The apostles’ instructions were to “select from among yourselves seven men of good reputation, full of the Spirit and of wisdom, whom we may put in charge of this task” (verse 3).


     So, what do we know about Parmenas?  First, he had a good reputation.  That says quite a lot because good reputations take a long time to build.  Unfortunately, they can be destroyed almost instantly.  Second, he was full of the Spirit.  While that could refer to miraculous ability (we know that Stephen and Philip, two of the others chosen, could work miracles), it more likely refers to his character.  He was a man who was “filled with the Spirit” (Ephesians 5:18) by letting the word of Christ richly dwell within him (Colossians 3:16), showing that by manifesting the fruit of the Spirit (Galatians 5:22-23).  Third, he was full of wisdom: common sense, good judgment about how to apply the principles of the gospel.
