Christian Fellowship





And they continued stedfastly in the apostles' teaching and fellowship, in the breaking of bread and the prayers.  (Acts 2:42)





    To say the least there is a lot of misunderstanding, in the religious world, about the word fellowship as it is used in the scriptures. Most all denominations as well as many who identify themselves as Churches of Christ attribute social intercourse i.e. (eating a meal or fun time together) to its meaning, equally as important as any spiritual meaning they may attach. Thus we have “fellowship halls” of all kinds justified and added to the property to fulfill such need for fellowship among its members. Social gatherings in private homes, (pot luck dinners or rook tournaments, etc.) do not constitute fellowship in the Bible sense and adding a Bible class to it doesn’t change anything.  


      In the New Testament, however, fellowship is distinctly spiritual in meaning. Translated from the Greek “koinonia” and “koinoneo” it is the same word as “communion” and implies a sharing or having a part in a given thing. In the New Testament, fellowship is used seventeen times and in each place used it speaks directly to the relationship we have with God through Christ Jesus our Lord. The fellowship that we have with each other comes about by a mutual faith in God and His Son and subsequent obedience to His word. The Apostle Peter called it, “a like precious faith with us in the righteousness of our God and (the) Saviour Jesus Christ”. (II Pet. 1:1)


     From the beginning the church enjoyed this fellowship and we see its elements in the title verse. The word fellowship user here is translated from “communion” but it is not referring to the Lord’s Supper because that is mentioned separately. It has to do with the act of verses (44-45) where they sold their goods and “parted them to all” that the needs of all were met and thus they had fellowship with each other in that way. It is a unique thing and is not shared outside the Lord’s body.


    To better understand Christian fellowship lets look at some other places where it is used. Paul said, 


“Be not unequally yoked with unbelievers: for what fellowship have righteousness and iniquity? or what communion hath light with darkness?


(2 Cor 6:14) For years this passage has been misused in an attempt to show that Christians cannot marry non-Christians. While I believe that it is wise for Christians to choose one “of like precious faith” as a marriage partner, it is not what this passage is talking about and both Paul and Peter teach against the idea. (I Cor.7:12-14) (I Pet. 3:1) The question that it does raise is “what fellowship have righteousness and iniquity? It is a rhetorical question that means we who have our fellowship in the righteousness of Jesus Christ and the faithfulness of His word, cannot support, be a part, condone, promote, encourage, ignore or whatever, anything that does not stand up to the scrutiny of God’s word. The apostle John sums it up when he said, 


“If we say that we have fellowship with him and walk in the darkness, we lie, and do not the truth:  but if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus his Son cleans -eth us from all sin.” (I Jn. 1:6-7) 


     In a more tangible way we have fellowship with those whom we support in the preaching of the gospel and we should take consideration in our giving, that we have a part in that work. Paul spoke often of churches that had fellowship in his work through their support. (Phil 1:5; 4:15)


     Let us have joy in the fellowship we share as we worship together.

Be careful about the tendency to rest too early (verses 9-10). It is not time to rest. Even though we become very tired, we must stay the course.  "There remaineth therefore a rest to the people of God," we are told (Hebrews 4:9).  It is not yet.  We must continue to labor all the way to the end, "Forasmuch as ye know that your labor is not in vain in the Lord" (1 Corinthians 15:58), and "in due season ye shall reap, if you faint not."  In order to retain our vitality, let us "remember him that endured such contradiction of sinners against himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds."  Further, he says, "Ye have not yet resisted unto blood, striving against sin."  (Hebrews 12:3-5)  We have to keep on.


     When Winston Churchill was asked to speak at the school where he had attended as a boy, folks expected some example of great speech making.  His message was simple, but powerful.  "Never, never, never, never quit," he said and took his seat.  It is good advice.


    We must seize every opportunity, respond to every challenge, accept every providential allotment and through them all, persevere to the end.  "I must work the works of him that sent me, while it is day: for the night cometh when no man can work" (John 9:4; see 1 Thessalonians 5:1-6; 2 Peter 3:11-12).


     I have chosen to read this chapter often.  It helps me.  It will help you, too.

Be Careful!   Reused  17

Galatians chapter six is one of the most practical passages in the inspired record.  It contains information pertaining to piety, improvement, dedication, and perseverance.  Its enjoinders are imminently useful. The message of Galatians six is clear.  It says, "Be careful."








Begin with humility or you are not His disciple.


      When a man thinks himself to be somebody when he is nothing, he deceives himself; certainly not God.  Every man must "work out your own salvation with fear and trembling."  God is never pleased with one who pretends that he is the progenitor of his own talent.


      Every man must prove his own work.  No one will answer for another.  Each individual will bear his own burdens.  To this end every man must examine his own talents, his own opportunities, his own foibles and weaknesses.  Only after having done so can he properly discern his own responsibilities.


Be careful about what you consider important (verses 6-9).   The law of sowing and reaping is as sure as the law of gravity or any others of God's laws.  It will not be violated.  You cannot sow evil and reap good.  You may sow little but you will reap much.  That means if you sow a little evil, you will always reap more than sowed; the same with good.  Too many people go out and sow their wild oats on Saturday night then go to services Sunday morning and pray for a crop failure.  


      A man who sows to education will reap knowledge.  A man who sows to retirement will likely attain his goal.  One who sows to politics will reap political rewards.  But all these rewards are relatively important.  The man who sows to faith, hope, and love will reap the substance of his faith, the reward of his hope, the treasure house of his love.  And remember, "He that winneth souls is wise."











     To be careful is to be cautious--about what you say, or think, or do.  It means to be prudent, balanced, deliberate, and vigilant.  The sixth chapter of Paul's letter to the Galatians has pertinent warnings regarding this caution.  It says:


Be careful about criticism (verses 1-2).  First of all, be sure you are properly motivated before you criticize.  "Considering thyself" has several implications.  It means you should make sure you are operating from a spiritual perspective before you sally a criticism ("you which are spiritual…").   No correction is appropriate if it is based on a carnal motivation, one such as pride or self-righteousness.  Correction for the sake of correction is erroneous; correction for improvement is righteousness at work.  Be careful about having one law for others, another for yourself.


      "In the spirit of meekness" means having your position of strength under proper management.  You can be right and still be wrong if you are not meek.  It's one thing to have the truth, another to manage it properly ("handling aright the word of truth…").


      "Bear ye one another's burdens" calls for patience and understanding.  We are too often prone to correct without proper longsuffering.  Toleration of error is never approved in Scripture; but it is everywhere assumed that those who correct error should do it with the spirit of Christ (1 Peter 3:8; 1 Peter 3:15; Ephesians 4:1-3.)


Be careful about personal responsibilities (verses 3-4).
