Who says what's Right or Wrong?





In those days there was no king in Israel: every man did that which was right in his own eyes. (Judg. 17:6)





     As a civilized society, we have agreed to be governed by a set of laws and those laws are enacted for what seems the betterment of all people. When someone goes beyond the bounds of law, they are called into account for their actions and reprimanded accordingly. The problem with our view of right and wrong in modern society is that no one can agree upon an "absolute standard". We leave it up to judges to interpret the law and rule as they see it and they do not always agree. Some are lenient, and others are hard and we have come to think that there is no absolute. 


     When people reject absolute standards, they are often inconsistent. When they think they are being treated unfairly, they appeal to a standard of justice that they expect everyone else to adhere to. 


     A philosophy professor began each new term by asking his class, "Do you believe it can be shown that there are absolute values like justice?" The free -thinking students all argued that all things are relative and no one law applies universally. Before the semester ended the professor devoted a class to a debate of the issue. At the end of the class he stated, 


"Regardless of what you think, I want you to know that absolute values can be demonstrated and if you don't accept what I say I will fail you". One angry student stood up and said, "That’s not fair!" "That proves my point" replied the professor, "You have appealed to a higher standard of fairness".

change the recipe.).  How is our “artificial” worship helped by more artificial lighting effects, “mood” music, or tricky little antiphonal songs that force participation upon those who could not be moved by the love of God?  The “hypocrisy” of traditional services” is not helped by an emotional screen—a mask that cannot take the place of “spirit and truth” (John 4:24).


     Improving the worship is but a part of the whole job of turning people to God—getting them to partake of the divine nature.  It is not the “service” that needs changing.  It is the “people” who must be changed to new creatures, truly converted.  Convince people of the true God, of their sins which separate them from God, of His grace expressed in Jesus Christ.  


     Teach them to be humbled in His presence, to give up self in order to serve Him.  Fill them with hope, as they trust in His precious promises.  And they will worship God with joy and reverence.

     Singing is not, of itself, worship.  It may be a prideful exhibition of talent, or gratification of our love for music.  Or, it could be “making melody in your heart to the Lord” (Ephesians 5:19; Colossians 3:16).  Eating bread and drinking grape juice is not, of itself, worship.  It could be an empty habit, or even the satisfying of fleshly appetite for food (1 Corinthians 11:22).  Or, it could be “in remembrance” of Christ (verses 24-25).  We must be impressed with the fact that true worship (1) proceeds from a worshipful heart, and (2) such an heart has profound respect for God’s instructions concerning worship.  Worship is vain (empty, void, worthless) if we (1) ignore New Testament examples and regulations given regarding means of expression—assuming any means used will please God (Mark 7:1-7; Colossians 2:23); or (2) use the above “items” of worship, without making them a genuine expression of the heart (Habakkuk 2:1-2).  Worship is also void that does not proceed from clean hands, pure life.  Remember “leave there thy gift” (Matthew 5:23-24; see Isaiah 1:11-17).


     It is in order here to warn that there is no short cut to genuine worship.  Concern about “cold formalism” and “traditions” have caused some to advocate mechanical means for more “spirituality.”  Stand in a circle, hold hands, close your eyes, turn your face toward God—and sway gently as you pray.  (If that does not produce the “Spirit”, let me know and I will 








     In the Bible, the Greek word for “worship” signifies “to prostrate oneself,” “to kiss the hand toward one” in token of reverence, even to “fall upon the knees and touch the ground with the forehead.”  Thayer says hence in the New Testament, “by kneeling or prostration to do homage (to one) or make obeisance . . . to express respect . . . make supplication.”  Vines says “it is not confined to praise; broadly it may be regarded as the direct acknowledgment to God, of His nature, attributes, ways and claims . . .” by word or deed.  True worship begins with deep respect or reverence for God, a frame of heart, an attitude.  This must be fixed in one’s mind before we go further.  An “act” of worship is an act proceeding from or the result of that attitude.


     A concordance will furnish ample proof that “worship” is not limited to an assembly.  Worshipful individuals pray without ceasing (1 Thessalonians 5:17), sing psalms (James 5:13), and show respect and veneration for God in all aspects of life (Colossians 3:17f).  But general acts of worship neither negate nor take the place of specific gatherings for worship on the part of the people of God.  Precepts and examples tell us New Testament Christians gathered to pray, sing, give, edify one another, and to partake of the Lord’s Supper. I can count five without considering this a liturgical ritual, or thinking “five acts” per se constitute acceptable worship.


     








Elements of True Worship

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Unfortunately, the same irrational thinking is applied to religious beliefs and of our relationship to God.  The fact that the world has the idea that men can believe what they wish about God and worship Him as they see fit, yet all are right, totally denies God's standard. 


     Whatever God says is truth (John 17:17) and that makes it absolute. It is about this expression of absolute truth that John wrote, " And this is the message which we have heard from him and announce unto you, that God is light, and in him is no darkness at all.". (1 John 1:5) When two disagree and appeal to a higher standard, it must be to God's word that they appeal and nothing else (especially something from man) will do. It is God's word that makes us free from the law of sin and death. (John 8: 28)


     The answer, then, to the question "Who says what's Right and wrong?" is God. It is therefore God who will be our Judge by the righteousness of the Son. James wrote, “One (only) is the lawgiver and judge, (even) he who is able to save and to destroy" (James 4:12) and "the judgment of God is according to truth" (Rom 2:2) Jesus' instruction about making disciples was not only to baptize them in the name of the trinity but to " teach them to observe all things I have commanded you" (Matt 28:20) and it is by this righteousness that we will pass or fail.
