Boot's Store





     Just outside the city of Bessemer, Ala. is a small community called Lee's Junction and just across the creek on the city limits side is a place known as "Bootses' Store". The ultimate convenience store, 


Boots was open 24/7 year-round and had everything. Besides the usual groceries and produce he sold, you could get anything from a card of bobby pins to an aircraft drop tank any time of the day or night. 


     The only problem that confronted "Boots" was that in the 1950's most cities had "Blue Laws" that prohibited businesses from opening on Sunday. These laws were in place out of respect for the peace and quiet of Sunday and the mindset of most of rural America, that the "Lords Day" was a special day of worship. Nonetheless, in total disregard for the day or the law, Boots stayed open Sunday after Sunday. I ask him one day how he managed to do so and he said, "I just pay the fine, it is far less than what I lose if I am not open". 


     Fifty years later, Blue Laws have gone and times have changed and society has come to see Sunday as just another day of commerce. I suppose it is all right for Christians to take advantage of this in the proper way. What bothers me, though, is the mindset that can and has in many cases been developed from seeing Sunday as just another day.


     All that is Holy pertains to God and the things set-aside for God. Under the Law, Israel was to," remember the Sabbath and keep it Holy" (Ex. 20:8) and while we are not under the law of the Sabbath, we are obliged to set aside our worship as Holy to God.

The Importance of a Right Influence

There is no such thing as a person without influence.  Even the most insignificant person has some effect on others.  Even the recluse affects people, if for no other reason than because of his choice of anonymity.  Even the most pitiable wallflower that seemingly has little or no power of influence may often become the topic of conversation, and sometimes even more than the average members of the peer group.


      Furthermore, every person has his own sphere of influence.  You bring an influence to whatever you participate in.  The marketplace furnishes the state for some influence, so does the school, the church--anywhere you are in a relationship with others.


     In view of that fact, a person would do well to be careful how he acts, not only when scrutiny is more obvious, but when he is in a more relaxed atmosphere as well.  You have as much responsibility to care for your influence when you are in the relaxed atmosphere of your home as when you are in the presence of those who, in your opinion, can help your progress in life in some way or the other.  The problem of poor influence started early on, when Adam was deceived by Eve (Genesis 3).  All through the inspired record there is evidence of the importance of influence.  When Rehoboam, son of Solomon, was about to ascend to his father's throne, he sought help and, being influenced by his peers more than the wise men of his time, he made a poor choice which eventually divided the people of God (1 Kings 12).  Even the Apostle Peter was not immune to poor influence and withdrew himself from the Gentiles, 


    











"fearing them which were of the circumcision."  Then, due to his poor 


influence, others dissembled with him, including Barnabas (Galatians 2:12-13).


     But good influence has been felt throughout man's history, too.  The personal influence of Moses enabled him to lead the people of God.  Joshua was perhaps the most colorful and dedicated leader of the children of Israel, due in great measure to his popularity and influence.  Jeremiah, Nehemiah, Ester, Jonah, and others had a fine influence on the people, often causing them to repent and turn back to God.


     And what can be said about the influence of Jesus?  Easily the most influential character in all history, He has brought about more good, promoted more benevolence, and initiated more love than all men of all the ages put together.


     What about your influence?  How is it with you?  


     Influence takes basically two forms, conscious and unconscious.


      Conscious Influence.  This is the kind when you know you are on display.  It is sometimes to your advantage that you look as good as you can, that you be on your best behavior.  This kind of influence is seen on the job, at school, mostly in public places and is not difficult to attend to, for no one wants to end up looking badly.


      Christians need to give constant attention to how people see them, what they are perceived to be.  Sloppiness, tardiness, unconcern in conversation, hyper-criticism, a dirty mouth are all seen by our contemporaries as hypocrisy if we profess an association with Christ.  Our moods, attitudes, our inclinations and dispositions will be carefully noted by 








those with whom we are associated; so we should pay special attention to what we project with them.


Unconscious Influence.  There are literally hundreds of small deeds that go virtually unnoticed by us, but which have both an immediate, as well as a cumulative, effect on others.


A simple "thank you" can have great influence for good.  "You look nice" may be the beginning of something really important, and without our even knowing it.  "Don't be discouraged; there are those who care" can do far more good than you ever thought.  Little things, things more often than not unnoticed, can be the cause of great good or great harm.


     And many a person has come to the Lord as a result of the attention to a host of little, but very important, things done by someone who had captured their respect.  I heard recently about a nurse who learned the truth because over the years she observed the attention paid by members of churches of Christ to those who were ill.  It is not the big things that often capture the attention of people, it is the repetition of the dozens of little, loving actions which cause so great an influence.  The actions of the Good Samaritan on the road to Jericho (Luke 10) were not a one-time, big-deal thing, but the result of years of habitually doing little things to help others.


      It takes diligence to protect your influence; and humility; and prudence; and sometimes great courage.  But very often great things come from some little, seemingly insignificant, good done.
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Jesus said, " But the hour cometh, and now is when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and truth: for such doth the Father seek to be his worshippers. 


(John 4:23) Spiritual worship is that where the heart is dedicated and offered to God. We are described by Peter as a "Holy Nation" a "people for God's own possession" (I Peter 2: 9) and if our worship is to be Holy to God we must disconnect ourselves from the world and focus on Him


     There are many things that can disrupt the reverence of our worship and most have their roots in a failure to disconnect from the world when we come together. People milling around, late arrivals, some leaving before the service is concluded, but nothing is more disruptive than a chorus of the "Lone Ranger" theme or some other musical interlude wailing through the service from a  cell phone saying, "hello the world is calling". All of these things point to a mindset somewhere else.


     I am not against cell phones or the conveniences they provide. I realize that they are an intricate part of modern life. But, what can be so important, over and above the worship in which we are engaged, that we cannot lose contact with the world for two or three hours once a week by turning them off? Are the things of the world more important than the things of God? I sure hope no one feel this way.


     Boots may have been willing to disregard the law and pay the price but the cost of disregard for reverence before God and for our worship to Him will, I am afraid, be a price none would be willing to pay.
