Hope





but sanctify in your hearts Christ as Lord: (being) ready always to give answer to every man that asketh you a reason concerning the hope that is in you, yet with meekness and fear: (1 Peter 3:15)





    Many times, we hear young and old alike make expressions of hope that are more “wishful thinking” than real hope. Things, to which if proper skills and knowledge are applied would happen i.e. I have not studied much but I hope I get an “A” on the test” or “I have not practiced much but I hope I can hit a home run.”  And so, such “wishful thinking” gives a sense of reality in our life which may or may not come true. 


     On the other hand, genuine hope is not “wishful thinking” but the firm assurance of things unseen and in the future. It is something that a true believer must have as a part of themselves and it comes from sanctifying Christ as Lord in our hearts. We learn from our title verse, that we are expected to be able to convey to others why we have such hope. The Christian hope comes from God (Rom 16:13) but with nothing more than a few words that refer to hope how do we get a handle on what our hope really is?


     In the Old Testament, there is no Hebrew word that has the exact force of “expectation of something good”. This lack of a specific word for hope had nothing to do with any under valuation of the virtue is among the Hebrews. For the religion of the Old Testament is of all things a religion of hope, centered in God, from whom all deliverance and blessings are confidently expected. The OT hope with the most

“hear” and then put their faith to work. In verses 23-25, James gives an illustration of the previous principles by contrasting the “forgetful hearer” and “effectual doer.”   The former looks in the spiritual mirror of Scripture and as soon as he leaves, he forgets.  His life remains unchanged.  However, the “effectual doer” applies what he has heard and is the recipient of heaven’s blessings.


     The writer concludes with an application and a warning: “If any one thinks himself to be religious…” Certainly we all do.  But are we?  James said if we do not control our tongue: if we refuse to meet the needs of the helpless; and if we fail to remain distinct from the world—then our religion is without worth.  How do you measure up?


     And may I say one more thing about verse 27?  Sure, some brethren have perverted the passage and soothed their consciences by defining “visit” as mere token contributions to a benevolent institution, but sometimes we’re not any better.  My friend, New Testament Christianity is a “hands on” religion.  Jesus expects us to love the unfortunate and respond to the needy with the same level of enthusiasm as He did.  Our Master didn’t give token responses.  He gave real love.  He was the God of the towel who defined by demonstration the true meaning of “pure and undefiled religion.    Which leaves us with the question of James:  Will you be a “forgetful hearer” or an “effectual doer”?  “Go thou and do the same…”

tongues more often.  David said, “My soul waits in silence for God” (Psalm 62:1).  Does yours?


3. Calm your spirit.  “…be slow to anger.”  It is impossible to hear God in a state of agitation because anger blocks the path of truth to the heart.  That’s why Jesus taught the necessity of reconciliation as a prerequisite for worship (Matthew 5:23-24).  Truly, one of the marks of Christian maturity is the ability to control anger.


4. Clean up your heart.  “Put aside all filthiness and all that remains of wickedness … God demands that we take periodic inventory and clean out any residue left over from our former way of life.  First, we are to remove “filthiness” (a word originally describing the wax buildup in the year).  In that sense, filthiness (or sin) deadens our ability to hear God’s truth.  Second, we are to clean out any remains of “wickedness.”  This is more than a surface sweep of the obvious.  God intends that we get below the water-line and engage in a hard look at the motives and attitudes that are often hidden within the heart.


5. Watch your attitude.  “… in humility receive the word implanted.”  Like a wild horse brought under control, so it is that God searches for the tamed and teachable spirit.


6. Maintain your balance.  “…prove yourselves doers of the word, and not merely hearers.”  Romans 10:2 describes religious activists who operate without information. 


     Revelation 3:15-16 describe the informed who do nothing.  God accepts neither.  He looks for those who will 











“If YOU SAY you believe like you should, then why do you behave like you shouldn’t?” is the penetrating question asked by James as he makes a case for practical Christianity.  The religion of Christ is no mere exercise in theory but is to be a way of life.  “Live the truths you know!” is the challenge he offers to any who would walk with God.  “Behave like you believe!”  (By the way, any who would argue against the Bible’s relevance to our times obviously hasn’t read this letter.  Read through his piercing observations and see if you don’t fell the sting of rebuke.  You may even find yourself saying, “Ouch! How did he know?”


    Perhaps no better illustration of our writer’s theme can be found than in 1:19-27.  The section begins with an observation of personal truth: “So then, my beloved brethren, let every one. . .”  This isn’t some generic recipe of holy suggestions.  These are God-given directives.  And they aren’t for anyone else… they are for me.  James then lists six specifics for Christian behavior.  They are:


1.  Open your ears.  “…be quick to hear.”  It is entirely possible to have good hearing but be hard of listening; i.e., we hear words but never allow them to connect with our heart.  Satan seeks to dull our hearing while God looks for the fertile soil of the receptive heart.


2. Control your tongue.  “…be slow to speak.”  Do you know that we learn more from listening than we do from talking?  (Now there’s an “Ouch!”.)  Perhaps we would be able to hear God more clearly if we would silence our 
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fundamental significance for the New Testament is the firm trust that at a time appointed God, in person or through His representative Messiah, will establish a kingdom of righteousness.  (ISBE, Biblesoft)


     Although the kingdom for which Israel hoped was an earthly one without hope, the Hebrew writer said that the kingdom which Christ built was superior in that it brings a better hope.  (Heb. 7:19) In the New Testament the proclamation of the coming kingdom of God was the primary theme of the preaching of Jesus and the message was near advent (Mk 1:15). “The certainty of admission to it for those who accepted His teaching, (Luke 12:32) is the substance of His teaching as to hope. This teaching, though, is delivered in the language of One to whom the realities of the next world and of the future are perfectly familiar; the tone is not that of prediction so much as it is that of the statement of obvious facts. In other words, hope to Christ is "certainty."


     The hope to which we hold and must have as a part of our life is the death, burial and resurrection of Christ by which He established the kingdom, the church. In (Matt 16) Jesus declared the building of His church and referred to it as the kingdom which would not be destroyed.  Built for a royal priesthood of God’s choosing 


(I Pet. 2:9), it is the bride (those who are washed in the blood of the lamb) whom He will present to the Father. (Rev. 21) 


     If you are not a part of His kingdom, washed in the blood of the Lamb, you have no hope.
