Help My Unbelief





And Jesus said unto him, If thou canst! All things are possible to him that believeth. Straightway the father of the child cried out, and said, I believe; help thou mine unbelief. (Mark 9:23-24)





     A good friend of mine called me the other day requesting some help answering a question about the sinless nature of Jesus. It seems that the premise of the misunderstanding comes from the statement of Paul, “all have sinned, and fall short of the glory of God;” (Rom 3:23) thus Jesus in the flesh is included in that general statement and was therefore a sinner also.  


     On the surface one might think “point made” but even a casual study of Roman 3 would show that the “no distinction” Paul is talking about is between the Jews (who had the Law) and the Gentiles (who had been given up to a reprobate mind, Rom 1). Both needed the righteousness of God, (that comes), through faith in Jesus Christ unto all those who believe. (vs. 21-22) The very sins that God had passed over while the Law lasted are forgiven by the propitiation through faith in the blood of Jesus. (vs. 25) There is no argument that will stand for Jesus to be included in Paul’s statement of Rom. 3:23. 


     That, not withstanding, what about all of the plain and simple truths about the sinless nature of Jesus? Consider these truths from God’s word. The Hebrew writer wrote, “For we have not a high priest that cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but one that hath been in all points tempted like as (we are, yet) without sin” . (Heb 4:15)

      And the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus" (Philippians 4:7).  The promise in this verse is being claimed by many Christians today.  They are as a pleasant island in the eye of a storm.  They are as a mighty ocean liner making its way undisturbed through rolling seas that toss, and even capsize, smaller vessels.  Observed by those who are without God, this peace in troubled surroundings surpasses all understanding.


      In the verses immediately preceding this promise, however, conditions are stated which seem extremely difficult in this present world so troubled and insecure.  Note the words emphasized:  "Rejoice in the Lord always.  Again I will say, rejoice!  Let your gentleness be known to all men.  The Lord is at hand.  Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be made known unto God" (verses 4-6).  In modern language, the instructions are: be happy, keep calm and don't worry.  It would be easy to pronounce these instructions impossible were it not for the example of the very man who penned these words, Paul, the apostle.


Paul was in a chaotic world, one troubled by many of the same problems we see in our own world.  The Roman Empire had its Viet Nams and S & L's.  Rising prices and economic uncertainty were real to them also.

Christians especially (and Paul was both) 


were constantly threatened with loss of jobs, loss of property, deportation and even imprisonment. In fact, as Paul wrote these words, he was a prisoner, suffering the hardships of hunger and cold (Philippians 4:12).  Yet, he was practicing the very things he exhorted the Philippians  (and us) to practice.


      Paul rejoiced, even in chains (Philippians 4:10).  His gentleness, self-control and general conduct in his chains were so exemplary that his imprisonment turned out for the greater good progress of the gospel" (Philippians 1:12).  He was so free of anxiety that he was able even to count it "gain" to die (1:21).


      Doubtless, Paul's ungodly companions in imprisonment found his attitude incomprehensive.  While they cursed their fate, he sang praises to God (Acts 16:25).  While they were in turmoil, he was at peace.  If they took time to reflect, they must have realized that his peace did not arise from external circumstances.  He was surrounded by the same aggravating, frustrating circumstances as they.  His peace had to come from some other source. What was the source of Paul's peace?  The clue is found in the verse quoted.  Read them again, noting different words:  "Rejoice in the lord always.  Again I will say, rejoice!  Let your gentleness be known to all men.  The Lord is at hand.  Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be made known to God (verses 4-6).


      Three times in these brief verses, reference is made to the Lord and to God.  Heaven is the only real source of peace.  And the peace that heaven affords is not affected by earth's storms.  The godly man

Paul, said, “Him who knew no sin he made (to be) sin on our behalf; that we might become the righteousness of God in him.” (2 Cor 5:21) Peter wrote, “For hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for you, leaving you an example, that ye should follow his steps: who did no sin, neither was guile found in his mouth:” (1 Peter 2:21-22) John said,


And ye know that he was manifested to take away sins; and in him is no sin.” (1 John 3:5)


     The entire nature of the plan of salvation hinges upon a sacrifice that was unblemished and spotless. It began with the Passover lamb (Ex 12: 5) and ended with the death of Jesus when the temple veil was rent in twain (Matt 27: 51). The extreme specifics of what was considered blemished, are given in (Liv.21&22).


     When John the Baptist saw Jesus coming to him he said, “Behold, the Lamb of God that taketh away the sin of the world! (John 1:29) Peter wrote, we are redeemed… with precious blood, as of a lamb without spot, (even the blood) of Christ: (1 Peter 1:19). The Lamb of God was an unblemished sacrifice, for nothing less would have appeased God’s wrath against you and me.


     Why then would anyone have trouble grasping something so plainly stated? The answer is unbelief or more specific a lack of faith and that will cost one their soul. The Hebrew writer makes it quite clear; “And without faith it is impossible to be well-pleasing (unto him); for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and (that) he is a rewarder of them that seek after him.” (Heb 11:6)


     Do you have the faith to please God?  It only takes that of a mustard seed if it is real.

has his heart always in the heavens and from that source he draws the power to rejoice, to be gentle and to be at peace.


      There is little in this world to encourage rejoicing.  But keeping in mind all that the Lord has done, is doing, and will do for us, there is enough basis for rejoicing to compensate for the troubles of life.


      Gentleness and self-control are relatively easy, even in the most trying circumstances, if we keep in mind that "the Lord is at hand."  He will straighten out all that is crooked and correct all injustices in His own good time.  We do not have to bear the burden of these things on our shoulders.  Thus, godly Moses "forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king: for he endured, as seeing him who is invisible" (Hebrews 11:27.)


     Even the uncertainties of the future can be faced without fear and anxiety when we keep in mind our access to God in prayer.  Such calm assurance in the face of imminent disaster is reflected in the words of Habakkuk (3:17-19):





Though the fig tree should not blossom,


And there be no fruit on the vines,


Though the yield of the olive should fail, 


And the fields produce no food,


Though the flock should be cut off from the field,


And there be no cattle in the stalls,


Yet will I exult in the Lord,


I will rejoice in the God of my salvation.
