The Promise Land 





By faith Abraham, when he was called, obeyed to go out unto a place which he was to receive for an inheritance; and he went out, not knowing whither he went. (Heb. 11:8)





   In the Doctor's office the other day, I read an article in "Travel Magazine" promoting travel in Europe, despite the terrorist threats. The point of the article was that with a little precaution and care it is quite safe to travel in most of Europe. It was supported by the idea that to avoid travel in Europe would give the terrorist a sense of victory. On the other hand, however, there was stern warning about travel to countries like Israel, Jordan, and Egypt. The hostilities of the times would 


 certainly, back up that warning. 


    The sad part of all this is that such unrest makes it too risky to go there. Although I would like to, I may never be able to make a trip to the "Holy Land" as it is called. To stand in the streets where Jesus stood (although most are buried under hundreds of feet of rubble), to walk the shores of Galilee or the streets of Capernaum where Jesus spent much of His time or to visit Bethlehem or Nazareth.   Those with whom I have talked who have been there speak of the "light it sheds on His Life" and the feeling of "awe" they had at seeing the things and places spoken of in the Bible.


    But you know something; we don't have to see these thinks to know that Jesus lived, that He healed the sick, made the blind to see or walked on the waters of Galilee. We have them vividly portrayed for us in the recorded word, and by faith they are as real

  it is of your great Friend who will always stand with you through eternity.


  Secondly, Paul says we should continually pray.  When we do that, we cultivate a sense of God’s presence within us, a presence that we carry with us always.  Prayer is not a mere ritual which we repeat constantly: “God is great, God is Good, let us thank Him for our food.”  Is that the only time we pray?  Paul doesn’t mean for us to mouth ritual prayers all the time.  He is telling us to get to the heart of praying.  Live in God’s presence.  Let His abiding with us be real.  Let every moment of life include Him so that His love and glory can be a part of our life consistently.


     Thirdly, Paul tells us to give thanks in everything.  What he is encouraging is development of a profound sense of gratitude in our lives that we can hold on to regardless of circumstances.  Percival Bryan was a Jamaican immigrant who came in 1924 and drove a cab in Washington D.C. for fifty years.  He had a habit of asking every passenger to sign his guest book.  That book is in the Smithsonian and contains the signatures of mostly common people, but also many of the great people of our nation.  When asked what kept him going, Bryan said, “Most of all, God.  Every morning I get down on my knees and I have my little prayers.  I ask God to go with me, protect me, ride with me, and take my eyesight, my nose, my mouth, and share it with others.  And I tell you, I feel very rich and am thankful.  Though I don’t have nothin’ God has given me wisdom and strength to keep going.”  I think he got it!





					





journey of life.  This joyful song of the seated by his side through their long season might be appropriate after all for the occasion.  The point of this little story is that there may be some spiritual rejoicing even in the most depressing of circumstances.  Paul tells how!


    First, he says to seek the true joy in all of life’s circumstances.  Notice, he does not say, “Rejoice sometimes.”  He does not say, “Rejoice when times are good and the economy is strong.”  I believe most of us who are Christians are going to rejoice even in the tough times because we know God is with us and Jesus has saved us from our sins.


     True inner rejoicing is a primary characteristic of a Christian.  If we do not have a sense of joy and hope in our lives, we are missing one of God’s greatest gifts.  It comes in large measure in the knowledge that we are loved by God.  It does not always come because we are living in a rose garden.  C. S Lewis spoke about the difference between joy and pleasure.  Joy comes from within.   It is steady and abiding.  Pleasure, on the other hand, comes and goes with whatever is happening in our environment.  It is extrinsic because it arises from the outside.  When the circumstances change in one direction, pleasure comes.  When fortune reverses, pleasure leaves.  Paul wanted us to have the joy within that would not fail us.  The pleasures of life may be fine, but when they seem to fail us, we need to turn to the Lord as our source of renewed hope for the future.  It is not a cliché for us to encourage one another to know that Christ 


is our Savior, that God  loves you, and that your life has meaning and purpose because 








    


You know, it is hard to be happy all the time.  Some seem to have more success with that projected goal than others.  They always have a smile on their faces and little, apparently at least, seems to bother them.  We can think about it and count up the ways in which God has abundantly blessed us (family, comfortable surroundings, profitable jobs, good food, even many luxuries) so most of us are happy most of the time.


     But there are difficulties that come into every life and times when stress makes us just wish that we could fast forward and put this that is making us unhappy behind us.  Sometimes the trials of life become significant and grief weighs us down.  I heard the other day about a country music singer who got his start singing at weddings and funerals.  He received a call one day from a nice lady whose husband had just passed.  She had heard him sing at a funeral of a friend and asked if he would do that for her deceased husband.  “Of course,” he said.  “But what would you like for me to sing?”  Well, it was winter time and the wife was shaky.  She thought a few moments as they talked and finally she said, “You know, his favorite song was Jingle Bells.”  While our singer could project that this was going to be embarrassing, he said he would do it.  Actually one can speak of life as going “o’er the fields, laughing all the way;” of our spirits being made bright; and how joyful it is to sing the sleighing song all the way.  One might even compare the man’s loving wife to Miss Fanny Bright

(2 Cor. 5:1) Revelations 21 and 22 describe this land in glowing detail and although figurative language, it gives us a mental picture of something mere words cannot describe.
