   One of the most anticipated events in our roll as parents is that moment when a child says their first word. So anxious are we to hear that first communiqué that some very strange sounds are often interpreted as words. We talk to them with "baby talk" as they babble back to us for ten or twelve months and one day we hear "mom-ma" or "da-da". I believe in Heaven.  I’ve even been criticized for saying, “If you miss Heaven, you’ve just missed all there is,” but that does not change my feeling about that one bit.  I believe it.





                                   





If in this world only we have hope, we are of all men most miserable” (1 Corinthians 15), Paul said, in an affirmation of just how worthless and transient this life is.  If there is no heaven, if there is not something better than this, we are indeed miserable men.  Life is a probation.  It never was meant to be a permanent dwelling place.  We live here, we work here for a while, but “our citizenship is in Heaven, from whence we look for a Savior …” (Philippians 3:20-21).


      I believe if we had a better view of Heaven, if we really looked for it with conviction and concern, we would solve a multitude of the nagging, seemingly never-ending problems we have, both individually and as a people.


      The idea is all about being a pilgrim, a so-journer in a strange land. It’s about not being at home, about being with those whose culture and concerns are different, whose system of values is not the same as ours, who place almost all their confidence in the here and now and seldom have any time to contemplate the hereafter.  And although most of these worldlings profess some belief in the hereafter, they do little to prepare for it nor do they much consider it until someone close to them dies or they themselves become seriously ill.  Actually, they are not from there and they can’t “go home.”


Please consider what the adoption of the pilgrim concept does for us:


It intensifies hope.  Our word “intense” is from the Latin intedere, which      meant to stretch out.  It is kin to intend    








strengthen his resolve to make that journey.  He will resolve to bear his cross, to endure unpleasantries, to ignore slander and false accusations, to follow in the steps of his Master, no matter the difficulty and without concern for what physical sacrifices must be made (Luke 14:24 and following), for his eye is on Heaven


It aggrandizes the future.  Heaven is so wonderful that, no matter how much this earthly existence has to offer, there is no proper comparison.  How’d you like to live in a place where you never weary, where everyday is a good day?  It’s hard to visualize what Heaven will be like or what we will do when we get there, but we know that “we shall be like him,” and I choose to believe that there’s more to it than just having a body like His (Philippians 3:21).  Whatever He went back to do, we will do with Him.


“Heaven will surely be worth it all.”  What joy!  What ineffable bliss!  What eternal sensations will be there when that which is crooked will be made straight and that which was lacking will be numbered, when the heavenly host will join in one long blast of “Hallelujah!” that will resound throughout all the reaches of the universe. Hope is melded to both of these concepts.  An intensified hope is one that is stretched out, one which reaches toward the grand and the glorious, one which grows toward heaven as it gets stronger and brighter.  It is attached to what we intend to happen, what we desire and expect.  “… Be ready to give an answer for the hope that is within you” (1 Peter 3:15) is good advice.  One who is in such a state of readiness is also one who has prepared himself through faith, for the Hebrew writer affirms that “faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen” (Hebrews 11:1).  Hope doesn’t have to be seen to be hope.  In fact, most things for which we hope are in the realm of the unseen; it is faith that connects us to them.


      It hardens resolve.  I read once about a black slave who was asked if his master went to heaven when he died. “No sir,” he replied, “he always told me where he was going and he never mentioned that place to me, so I know he didn’t go there.”  A person decides to go to Heaven, he plans the trip.  No one will ever go to Heaven by accident.  I believe that’s what Isaiah meant when he said, (Isaiah 35:8) the way is so plain that “a wayfaring man, though he be unlearned shall not err therein.”  That is, no body is going to stumble into heaven;’ he must be looking for it to find it. And you won’t have the kind of resolve it takes to get there when you are so wedded to this place that Heaven seldom enters your mind.  But when someone finally sees the transitory nature of the.
