3. What agreement was established after Jacob had stayed a month?

4. What was wrong with Leah? 

5. What other marriage had Laban been involved in arranging? 

6. Explain who Jacob married and when? It seems a little confusing. What does a week mean in vs 28?

7. Who were Leah’s children? What did their names mean? What was the story that went along with Issachar’s conception?

8. What is a mandrake? Do you know what they are considered an aid for? Think about what goes on in chapter 30. 

9. Who were the maid’s children? What did their names mean? Who was Rachel’s child?

10. Describe Jacob’s scheme for building up his own flocks. Keep in mind that most sheep were white and most goats where black. 

11. Why did Jacob want to flee? Where his wives encouraging? What did Rachel steal?

Note: “It was an extraordinary insult for Laban to accept Jacob’s offer to let him search the tents—and then to actually rummage through his possessions! No wonder Jacob was angry.” (Waldron 87)

12. Think about the idol worship of Laban. Refer to Joshua 24:14-15. Why do you suppose Abraham and Isaac still thought it better to seek wives from their own family if they worshiped idols also?

13. Describe the covenant made here.

14. Chronology: Jacob worked            years for Rachel. (29:18,27)
