Questions

1.  Review Bible periods ( see lesson 1)

2.  What were the meanings of Adams two sons’ names. Why do you think they were named in such a manner?

3.  Cain’s sacrifice wasn’t pleasing to God. Why wasn’t it?

4. Who was the man that never died? Whose son was he? (see 4:17, 5:18) Who else never died?

5. Who was the oldest man in the Bible? What year did he die (relative to Bible events) ?

6.  The scriptures say that there came to be intermarriage with the wicked and the righteous? Who were the wicked and who were the righteous? Think about how many times the marriage to the wrong person has resulted in the downfall of man in the Bible.
7.  What were the dimensions of the ark in feet? Relate that to a football field (120 yds long including endzones).
8. How many animals of each kind were to be on the ark? How did God make allowances for food?

9. What do you think about the dinosaurs? Where they around at this time? Was this when they all died?

10.  Did Noah have to gather the animals or did God do it for him? Did Noah have several different kinds of dogs on the ark? Or did all species of dog come from the two that were on the ark?
