4. Once again, what are the promises God has given to Abraham? The word for descendant in vs 17-18 is singular. Of whom is this speaking? (See 12:3)

5. Update your family tree using verses 20-24 of chapter 22.

6. We see many examples of Abraham’s great faith. List a few.  Apply James 2:17.
7. Present an argument that Isaac was a willing sacrifice. (think about his age, or his capabilities)

8. Why do you think Abraham wouldn’t except the gift of the field and the cave in which he desired to bury Sarah?

9. Who were the Hittities  descendants of? Give scripture for this.

10. Remember the Cave of Machpelah. Many others will be buried there. Do you know who?

11. What oath was Abraham’s servant made to take? What were the stipulations? Who might this servant be?
12. Why do you think Isaac was to have a wife from his own family? 

13. How was the servant to choose a wife for Isaac?
14. On average a camel drinks 5 gallons of water after such a journey, and the servant of Abraham had at least 10 camels.  You can see why this wasn’t an ordinary offer that Rebekah made, especially for a girl.  

15. What did the servant give the girl? Who was she? What relation to Isaac? How is she described?   16. Describe the story of Isaac and Rebekah. Romantic?
