Questions

1. Judges 1:1 mentions the death of Joshua, yet it seems like he comes back in chapter two and dies again.  Please give a possible explanation.

2. What does Adoni-Bezek’s response to his physical punishment after capture tell us about how much the other nations knew about the Israelites?

3. In Judges 1:19, if the Lord was with Judah, why could they not drive out the inhabitants of the lowland?

4. Research:  Find the first verse that mentions the promise of a land inheritance specifically to Caleb and his descendants.

5. How were the Canaanites and Amorites described in Judges 1:27 & 35 in regard to dwelling in the land.  Do we see this in the actions of the Israelites?

6. In Judges 2:1-2, what had the Israelites done to receive punishment from God.

7. Give some possible reasons how the children of Israel could forget the Lord and the work He had done for them. 

8. How did the children of Israel provoke the Lord to anger & what was their punishment.

9. Why did the Lord later deliver the children of Israel according to Judges 2:18?  What does this tell us about our Father?

10. Does the Lord test us today as in verses 21-22 of chapter 2?  

11. Application:  What did you learn from this lesson that could help you in your walk with God? (couple of points)
