4. How many men were selected out of the tribes and what was their task?

5. Why do you think the tribe of Benjamin was unwilling to give up the wicked men of Gibeah?

6. What should we do if one of our own family members is disobedient to the Lord?   

7. How many fighting men were with the tribe of Benjamin?

8. Explain why the tribe of Benjamin won the first couple of encounters even when the Lord said to go up against them?  Why would God allow so many Israelites to die when they were punishing the wickedness of Benjamin?

9. Describe the attack plan on the third day against the Benjamites.

10. What did the Benjamites do in verse 42 of chapter 20?

11. The men of Israel swore an oath at Mizpah that none of them would give their daughters to Benjamin as a wife.  Any reasons why?

12. How come the children of Israel are weeping in verse 2 of chapter 21?

13. Why did the children of Israel send out a strike force against Jabesh Gilead?

14. Where did they find wives for the remaining men of Benjamin?
