Questions

2. Whose hammering skills are highlighted in the song?  What is said about them?

3. How were the Midianites and the Amalekites punishing the children of Israel?

4. Name the things the Lord had done for them in Judges 6:8-9.

5. I our lives as Christians, has the Lord done similar things for us in a figurative sense?  Give NT scriptures with your answer

6. How would you answer Gideon when he asks, “where are all His miracles which our fathers told us about?”

7. Do you think Gideon should have needed a sign to believe the Angel of the Lord was talking to him?  Be prepared to discuss

8. Describe what Gideon was instructed to do to his father’s altar.

9.  What argument is Joash making in Judges 6:30-31?

10. In Judges 6:36-40, Gideon again needs more signs to assure him that the Lord would save Israel by his hand.  Does this say anything about his faith?  Explain why or why not.

11. Define “faith” in your own words.

12. Why do you think the Lord would again entertain these sign requests from Gideon?

13. Has the Lord provided us with signs that we may believe Him today?  If so, what are some?

14. Explain why the Lord only wanted a small number of people to go with Gideon to attack the Midianites.

15. How was the final group chosen that would go with Gideon?

16. Describe Gideon’s battle strategy against the Midianites.

17. Personal application points from this lesson.
