If the wife’s role is submission to the husband, what is the husband’s role?

Who must the wife LOVE in order to submit to her husband?

Can / should the husband ‘force’ the wife to submit?  Why or why not?

What does “in the same way” mean?

And just as it is a sin for a husband not to love his wife as he should, so likewise, it is a sin for a Christian wife not to show respect for her husband and to honor him as her head. Thus, you are commanded to submit to your husband, NOT based on how he acts, but based upon how *Jesus* would act. 

It is not your words or religious zeal that will speak to your husband's heart. It is your quiet and gentle spirit that will tell him of *Christ in you, the hope of glory.*
