Matthew 27, Mark 15, Luke 23, John 20 & Acts 1-12

Review I

· Jesus is sentenced to death   Mt 27

· Jesus is crucified John 20 

· Joseph of Arimathea & Nicodemus brought spices & prepared Him for burial 

· Jesus is resurrected & appears to many for 40 days John 20 & 21 

· Jesus appeared to them in the upper room that was locked & ate fish with them

· Story of  the 153 fish (cast net on other side of boat after fishing all night) John 21:1-14

· Jesus gives final instructions & ascends to Heaven

· Mark 16:15 “Go into all the world & preach the gospel to every creature”

· Judas dies & Matthias is chosen 

· Peter led the discussion about replacing Judas b/c of the prophecy in Psalms 

· The Holy Spirit falls on apostles on the day of Pentecost 

· Apostles were in the upper room, sound of a mighty wind, fire appeared on their head, all nations heard them speaking in their native tongue

· Peter preaches the first gospel sermon 

· 3,000 are baptized & added to the church 

· Peter heals the lame beggar Acts 3 & 4  AND preaches to the onlookers about Jesus

· Priests & Sadducees arrested Peter & John and put in prison for 1 night 

· Ananias & Sapphira lie & die  Acts 5 

· Sold a field & held back some of the proceeds 

· Apostles are arrested again, but an angel of the Lord lets them out of prison at night 

· Gamaliel convinces the council to let them go (Acts 5:34) 

· 7 helpers are chosen by the apostles Acts 6

· They help provide the needs of the widows

Review II 

· Stephen is the first martyr Acts 7

· Simon the sorcerer believes & asks for this ability (tries to buy it with money)

· Philip preaches to the Ethiopian eunuch 

· Saul is blinded by the light on the road to Damascus 

· Saul goes to see Ananias & is baptized 

· Saul begins to preach & then returns to Tarsus 

· Cornelius is converted 

· He is of the Italian regiment, not a Jew

· He & his household receive the gift of the Holy Spirit and are baptized

· The Gospel is spread to the Gentiles

· Barnabus goes to Antioch to preach 

· He brings Saul with him 

· Disciples are first called Christians at Antioch (11:26)

· Christians are persecuted by Herod 

· James brother of John is killed 

· Peter is put in prison 

· Angel lets him out 

· Hose of Mary with servant Rhoda

· Herod is eaten by worms
