"I was glad when they said unto me let us go into the house of Jehovah."           (Ps 122:1)
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David, in spite of his favorable relationship with the Lord, marred his life by a failure to see himself, as he was (2 Samuel 11-12).  Adultery, no stranger to our society, was likewise no stranger to David's time.  The king's position and power gave him opportunity.  Perhaps God's previously extended favor led him to rationalize that he would with impunity, as Nathan described it, "despise the word of the Lord by doing evil in His sight" (2 Samuel 12:9).  The adultery with Bathsheba, however, led to several unforeseen consequences.  Her pregnancy incriminated both of them in a violation of the law with a penalty of Death (Leviticus 20:10).  An attempted cover-up failed, but David conspired successfully to bring about the death of her husband by the sword of the Ammonites (2 Samuel 11).





   When the Lord sent the prophet Nathan to confront David (2 Samuel 12), he did so by telling him a story about a rich man who, not content with his riches, took the only lamb of a poor man.  David clearly saw this injustice and in righteous indignation judged such a man to be deserving of death.  Only when Nathan denounced him, charging "you are the man" (2 Samuel 12:7), did David see himself as the villain of the story.


Both David and the Pharisee also exemplify the third kind, or generation, of our text, whose raised eyelids depict their lofty pride and self-righteous arrogance. (Proverbs 30: 13)
