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 SHINING FACES





And the children of Israel saw the face of Moses that the skin of Moses' face shone: and Moses put the veil upon his face again, until he went in to speak with him.	


(Ex 34:35) 


When Moses came from the presence of God, at Mt. Sinai, his face shined brightly. Although Moses had not seen the face of God His very presence caused Moses' face to shine so brightly, that the people were afraid and could not look upon him. Moses, therefore, put a veil over his face to stand before the people.





In (II Cor. 3) Paul uses this imagery to contrast those, who at the word of God, place a veil over their hearts and hearing and those who through liberty in Christ Jesus seek God in truth. "But we all, with unveiled face beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are transformed into the same image from glory to glory, even as from the Lord the Spirit."           (2 Cor 3:18) ASV





Sooner or later our lives manifest our thoughts about God. Eventually our faces give us away. If our hearts are inclined toward God, as He really is, our faces (lives) will glow from his presence.     Disciples are students.  Jesus said, "A disciple is not above his teacher, but everyone who is perfectly trained will be like his teacher" (Luke 6:40).  Learning requires dedication, devotion, and discipline.  It doesn't occur without interest and intense focus.





	Disciples are servants.  "A disciple is not…above his master" (Mark 20:24).  We serve by working for the master's cause, by suffering for the Master's name and by sharing with the Masters disciples.  Service demands discipline.


     Disciples are stewards (1 Corinthians 4:1-2).  A good and faithful steward wisely manages his time, utilizes his talents, employs his opportunities, and handles his resources.  All four of these areas require great self-discipline.

	This brief study shows us that discipleship is not just church membership.  It is not a one-time event.  It is not for the uncommitted. Others think that discipleship is 


strictly a personal and private matter.  They say, "I don't need the church."  But they are mistaken.  I need my spiritual family to provide a structure for disciplined growth.  "Let us consider how to stimulate one another to love and good deeds" (Hebrews 10:24).


    Many think Discipleship is measured only by knowledge and can be realized strictly through Bible study.  While knowledge is needed, discipleship is demonstrated by deeds (James 3:13).  We not only learn by doing, but we grow by doing.  And while the Bible provides the source for our learning, and is vital to our growth, we require fellowship with one another.  Rick Warren was right, "Christians need relationships to grow.  We don't grow in isolation; we develop in the context of fellowship."  We also need divine association--time alone with God in prayer and meditation.  The disciplines of worship, prayer and fellowship are essentials to a disciple's development.


	Bible Word Pictures


    The Bible uses various word pictures to describe the Disciple of Christ.  Each of these terms indicates the need for discipline resulting in growth. Disciples are saints (Ephesians 2:19).  To be a successful saint I must discipline myself to live different from the world--different in my mind-set, in my morals, in my material perspective and in the things that motivate me.














Discipline--Its Relation to Discipleship

Pat Summit, Tennessee Lady Vols Basketball coach, in her book Reach for the Summit, wrote, "Discipline is the internal mechanism that self-motivates you.  It gets you out of bed in the morning.  It gets you to work on time, and it tells you when you need to work late.  It drives you.  It is essential to success, whether individually or in a group."  Summit's words apply not only to basketball players, but also to those desiring to be successful disciples of Christ.








and "all the believers were together…" and "…they ate together."  (3) Disciples are learners. "They devoted themselves to the apostles teaching."  (4) Disciples serve the needs of others.  "They gave to anyone as he had need."  (5) Disciples evangelize the lost.  "And the Lord added to their number daily those who were being saved."  All of this requires discipline to be a dedicated disciple.


	Why Don't We Grow?


    The reason many baptized believers never grow to maturity in Christ is a failure to involve themselves in the disciplines necessary for growth.  Some have the misconception that spiritual growth is automatic once you become a Christian.  It is not.  Paul exhorted, "Work out your own salvation with fear and trembling" (Philippians 2:12).  Others don't grow because they think they can't.  They believe discipleship is only for a chosen few.  Again, this is not Biblical.  God wants all of us to "grow in the grace and knowledge of Jesus Christ" (2 Peter 3:18).	


     Sadly some are vainly searching for the secret formula to spiritual maturity.


 James said, "Perseverance must finish its work so that you may be mature and complete, not lacking anything (James 1:4). It takes self-discipline to develop as a Christian.





The Merriam-Webster Collegiate Dictionary points out that the words disciple and discipline come from the same root word.  By definition a disciple is a learner, follower, or pupil of another.  "A convicted adherent of a school or individual."  Discipline may involve a field of study.  "It is training that corrects, molds or perfects the mental faculties or moral character" Bill Hull says, "Discipleship is the intentional training of disciples with accountability, on the basis of loving relationships."


   If we are really to be discipled for Christ, it will require discipline.  Discipleship is not an event, but a process.  Baptism is an event.  It happens once.  Discipleship is continuous.  Discipleship is marked by changes that lead toward specific results.


Growth Factors


    When we read about the first disciples we see several factors involved in their growth and maturity.  Read Acts 2:41-47.  In it you will see that discipleship involves five factors.  (1) Disciples exalt and praise God.  "They devoted themselves to…breaking of bread and prayers…praising God (2) Disciples encourage one another in fellowship.  They were "…devoted to the fellowship…
