Christians in a Pagan World

Regardless of what we know intellectually, most of us tend to think of ours as a "Christian nation."  We have grown up in a society where, at least verbally, God has been honored and morality respected.  This is no longer true.  Our world is increasingly like that into which Christianity was born, a pagan world accurately described in Romans 1.  How then should we live?








"But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special people, that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light" (1 Peter 2:9).





	This does not mean, of course, that we must separate ourselves physically from the sinners in the world (1 Corinthians 5:10), but it does mean that we must "not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of " of our minds (Romans 12:2).  "Our citizenship is in heaven" (Philippians 3:20); we are foreigners in this world.  Like foreigners in any country our speech, our habits, our loyalties, our values, our priorities, even our appearance will often be different.  "Beloved, I beg you as sojourners and pilgrims, abstain from fleshly lusts which war against the soul" (1 Peter 2:11).  "And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather expose them"  (Ephesians 5:11).
