Another hallmark of that prayer was concern for others, further expressed in the remarkable prayer after Satan sought Peter's fall. Jesus prayed that Peter's faith fail not. That teaches us more than we understand. He asks the Father for something that would require an act of will by another. Since God would not compel Peter against his will, God must have providential avenues, which can effect one's choices or else why would Jesus ask? One obvious help to Peter was the knowledge that Jesus prayed for his faith. Knowledge of our prayers by those we pray for can add to the inclining factors of God's other means when we pray.





   There are some things that occasioned Jesus' prayers: His subjection and dependence, thanksgiving, the beginning of a work, the end of a work, the need and desire for communion with God, the need for others to see this communion and intercession for others. And of course the need for strength in the garden. And my praying? Amen.

The point is that it is not our place to count results but to plant and water. While we are to be of the same mind striving for the same thing, it is not something we can accomplish leaning upon another. (I Cor. 3: 8) Therefore Brethren, let us plant and water with what we have, wherever we are. It is everything that God expects and He will give the increase.

  Jesus prayed. One may see in his own limitations and necessity, reasons for praying. But what was behind the praying of Jesus? Jesus is Deity, Almighty, the I Am, Jehovah. What needs of His could be satisfied in prayer? Yet there He was in strong crying, tears, and piety, praying (Hebrews 5: 7). 


  


   When He took humanity upon Himself, He was still who He always was and is. But for several reasons in God's plan, in being begotten as man, He voluntarily took the relationship of Son to Father, and learned obedience. This position established not only fleshly identity with us, but moral identity as well, in requirement of subjection.


 


    Coming to do the will of another, He was led by the Spirit (Luke 4: 1,14) and performed miracles by the power of the Holy Spirit (Acts 10: 38) rather than by His own capable volition (Mk. 5: 30). He prayed because he relied upon the providing of heaven. 





   Recognition of this providence led to prayers of thanksgiving. He thanked God for food (Matt. 15: 36). Another prayer of thanksgiving demonstrated His association with  





Beginning a work should not inhibit prayer, but mandate it. To forge ahead "to the glory of God" with inadequate petition suggests too much self-reliance and egotism. 





   Weariness after action also found Jesus in prayer. Hearing of John's death, Jesus sought solitude, only to be engulfed in the human tide that followed him. After healing their sick, feeding them and sending the disciples away, He went up to a mountain to pray (Matt.14: 13-21). Following other exhausting days He sought solace in a desert place, (Mk. 1: 35) or wilderness (Lk. 5: 12-16) to pray. 





   When we are overwhelmed, the prayers of Jesus offer a better example than the despairing sleep of Elijah after his triumph over the prophets of Baal. You see, the aftermath of triumph can lead to letdown and depression. Weariness can bring vulnerability and temptation when opposition is unrelenting. Jesus filled periods following great activity with prayer. This restored strength, relying on the Source of triumph.





Petition and intercession are coupled in Jesus' prayer preceding Gethsemane (Jn. 17). He relished communion with the Father. He also longed for the greater communion that had been disrupted by His incarnation.  Communion threads through the prayer. Closeness to God drives prayer, but the recognized need

the Father, so those at the raising of Lazarus might understand that He had been sent by God (Jn. 11: 41-42). Our prayers can identify us with God.





   I grew up in a place and time where people were very modest in the public expression of faith. It would have been "showy" to offer thanks in a restaurant.    Encountering intellectual arrogance, Jesus offered thanksgiving for shared purpose concerning truth, hidden from the proud who relish their own answers, but reviled to humble seekers (Matt. 11: 25-26) Likewise, when our purposes are in harmony with God's we will not be swayed by the somewhats of this darkness. We will thank God that it is not the contemptuous Carl Sagans and Roseanne Arnolds who define truth.





Jesus prayed before initiating God's work. He spent all night praying before naming the twelve (Lk. 6: 12) All the consuming details of

We are by the very nature of our society, result oriented. We


 are judged in our job by the results of our individual


 performance. Athletes are judged and paid based on their


 individual stats the results of their performance. We impress


 upon our children the importance of their study habits and the


 grades that result from  them. We are programmed to expect


 results that we can see and take pride in them.





 This is OK in the secular world but in the Lords work there is a completely different mindset. In (I Cor. 3: 5-7) Paul emphasizes


 that though it may appear that the results of "souls saved" be to


 his credit nothing could be farther from the truth. Paul wants to make sure that no credit was given to him. He states clearly that neither the planter nor the one who waters is anything, only 


God, who gives the increase.





We all have a role to plant and water, but not all have the same ability along these lines. We must be careful therefore not to get caught up in what we may see as the ability of one over another


 to "save the lost" by counting numbers. Bro. Harold Comer, in


 his series on "church growth", goes to great length to point out 


that we may never know what small thing we did resulted in


 one coming to the Lord. An invitation, a pamphlet given, 


 making a contact at a fair booth, a kind word or deed done in


 the name of  the Lord (Col. 3: 5). All these things can and have resulted in someone, years later, turning to the Lord.
